WHEREAS, The Biligirirangaswamy Temple Wildlife Sdnary was declared as a Tiger Reserve with an
extent of 574.82 square kilometer vide notificatminthe State Government of Karnataka No. FEE 18%A. 2008
dated 24.1.2011;

AND WHEREAS, the Biligirirangaswamy Temple Tiger $®eve is situated in Chamrajanagar District
(Kollegal, Yelandur and Chamrajanagar talukas) afrtataka State and lies between the North Latitifd8' and12°
