WHEREAS, the Khol Hi Raitan Wildlife Sanctuary o888 hectare is situated in the State of Haryana and
located in Shiwalik hill system which is very nearBir Shikargah Wildlife Sanctuary and the aedatance between
the two is about three kilometers and Khol Hai Baibhas steep sloping hills and the soil of thiscBaary is also sandy
loam and has red color because of more iron cagntent

AND WHEREAS, Khol Hi Raitan Wildlife Sanctuary isnportant and known for its fauna, leopard is on the
top of hierarchy, other animals such as Cheet&pmtted Deer, Sambar, Wild Boar, Rhesus Monkeygban Hyena,
Jungle Cat, Common Mongoose, Indian Fox, Jackatupine, etc.;
