$.0. 2154(E).—The following draft ofthe notification, which the Central Govermment proposes
to issue in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), read with clause (v} and clause (xiv)
of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1988) is hereby
published, as required under sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for
the information. of the public likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that the said
draft notification shall be taken into consideration on or after the expiry of a period of sixty days from
the date on which copies of the Gazette of india containing this notification are made available to the
Public;

Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Bandipur National Park was formed by including most of the forest
areas of the then Venugopala Wildlife Park and its Sanctum Sanctorum at Bandipur
in the year 1974. In the year 2001, after going through the due process of law the
State Government vide its Notification No. FEE 211 FWL 98 Dated 27-06-2001
nofified an area of 870.36 Sq.Km. as the National Park under the provisions of the
sub-section (4) of section 35 of the Wild iife (Protection) Act, 1972. This is one of the
Nine Protected Areas brought under Project Tiger during 1973. Presently, a total
area of 912.04 Sq.Km. including adjoining forest areas which are part of the notified
buffer zone vide No.FEE 136 FWL, 2008, dated 31-08-2010 is under Bandipur Tiger
Reserve and declared as Core/Critical Tiger habitat as per section 38 V of the Wild
life (Protection) Act, 1972;

AND WHEREAS, the Bandipur Tiger Reserve is not only central and critical part of
the 5500 Sq.Km. Nilgiri Biosphere Reserve but also forms an integral part of the
Mysore Elephant Reserve under the Project Elephant. It supports a very high
density of Wild Elephant Population with significantly higher number of Aduit
Tuskers. This area forms part of the designated elephant corridor namely
Kaniyanpura Elephant Corridor which connects Sathyamangalam and Moyar
Reserves, |t is one of the high density Tiger landscapes recognized by the Global
Tiger Initiative for conservation of Tiger and also is one of the richest Wild life areas
noted for the intact assemblage of Seven large Ungulate species such as Chital,
Sambar, Chowsingha, Gaur, Muntjac, Wild Pig and Elephant and has more than 250
species of birds;

AND WHEREAS, the area has a very high Faunal and Floral diversity. Bandipur
Tiger Reserve alongwith Nagarahole, Mudumalai and Wyanad Protected Areas has
the highest breeding population of Wild Tigers amongst the thirteen Tiger Range
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countries in the World, The forests of the Tiger Reserve are varied and rich. To the
eastern most portion lie the scrub forests of Moyar. While the vegetation in the
central portion of the Tiger Reserve viz., Kaniyanpur, Bandipur part of Beerambadi is
dry deciduous, the vegetation in the western part of the reserve viz., Ainurmarigudi,
Begur and Beerambadi is moist deciduous. The vegetation, therefore, changes from
scrub type to moist deciduous type from east to west. These forests are classified
as Scrub type (Group 5 — Sub-Group 5B- DSF-I-Dry deciduous scrub of Champion
and Seth classification):

The vegetation comprises of species of Shorea talura, Santalum alburm(Sandal),
Terminalia chebula, Anogeissus latifolia, Azadirachta indica, Chloroxylon swietenia,
Acacia feucophloea, Acacia catechu, Stereospermum chelonoides, Zizyphus
sps.,Diospyros meinoxylon, Diospyros montana, etc.

Lantana bushes often cover large areas as under growth and Phoenix acaulis at
some places. Cassia tora, Cassia auriculata, Desmodium etc., also form the
undergrowth. Bamboos are generally absent. Acacia intsia is the common climber.
Grass is generally abundant but is stunted. Sandal profusely comes up in this type.

This Protected Area is catchment of important perennial rivers such as Kabini,
Moyar, and Nugu. The area is completely free from human habitation requiring no
resettlement of any human population; The Kabini Reservoir is providing a good
aquatic habitat for fish and many species of birds and Otters. Small tanks and rivers
provide habitat for fish, crab, tortoise and crocodile etc.

Porcupines, Mongoose, Scaly anteaters, Bandicoots, rats and snakes (Pythons) are
as much sub terrestrial dwellers as they are terrestrial ones. Some .of the animals
use the subterranean food, Porcupines burrows and eat roots of Cassia fistula. Wild
boars feed on the tuberous roots of Costus sps., Dioscorea and Vitis climbers.
Elephants are observed uprooting grass and feeding on the succulent root portions.
The sloth bear feeds on roots and underground white ants. The same behavior is still
seen. The Elephants feed on underwater weed found in the shallow backwater as
well as by scraping the grass by kicking through the nails of their front feet in the vast
foreshore area of Kabini reservoir during pinch period;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area around the
protected area of Bandipur National Park as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and
environmental point of view, to protect, propagate or develop Wild life therein or its
environment;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) read
with clause (v) and clause (xiv} of sub — section (2) of section 3 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) and sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment
{Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies the area, the
situation and limits of which are specified in this notification as the Eco-sensitive
Zone (herein after called as the Eco-sensitive Zone).

2. Boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone

(@) The Bandipur National Park and Tiger Reserve is situated in Mysore (Nanjungud
and H.D. Kote taluks) and Chamarajanagar {Gundlupet taluk) districts of
Karnataka State lies between the North Latitudes 11° 35 34” and 11° 55' 02” and
between the East Longitudes 76° 12° 17” and 76° 51' 32”. The boundaries of the
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said Eco-sensitive Zone are given at Annexure-A and the map of the Eco-
sensitive Zone is at Annexure-B.

(b)The Eco-sensitive Zone covers the entire area of Zone-1 — Kanyanapura Elephant
Corridor consisting of the fifteen villages, Zone 2 of the Bandipur Eco-Sensitive
Zone consists of one hundred and eight villages and notified reserved forest areas
given at Annexure-C.

(c) All activities in the Forest Block Areas (both within and outside Municipal Areas)
shall be governed by the provisiens of the Forests (Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of
1980) and all the activities in the Protected Areas (Sanctuary) shall be governed
by the provisions of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972).

3. The following activities are to be regulated in the Eco-sensitive Zone,
namely:- : :

(1) Management Plan for the Bandipur Tiger Reserve Eco-sensitive Zone. —

(i) The Management Plan shall be prepared with in consultation with all
concerned State Departments of Environment, ~Forest, Urban
Development, - Tourism, Municipal, Revenue and the Karnataka State
Pollution Control Board with a view to include therein various aspects of
the environment and ecology. _ '

(i) The Management Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas,
conservation of existing water bodies, management of catchment areas,
watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the
ecology and environment that need attention. :

(iii) The Management Plan would also ensure that no restrictions are imposed
“on the existing legal land use pattern, as well as the legal infrastructure
and activiies and same would continue as before. However, the
Management Plan would also factor in improvement of all
infrastructure/activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(iv) The Management Plan shall demarcate all the existing revenue, revenue
expansion areas, forests, green areas, horticultural areas, agricultural
areas, orchards, natural springs, natural heritage sites, and other
environmentally and ecologically sensitive areas. No change of land use
from green uses such as orchards, horticulture areas, agriculture, parks &
other like places to non-green uses shall be permitted in the Management
Plan.

(v} There shall ordinarily be no reduction in Forest Zone,. Green Zones and
Agricultural Area.

(vi)Any subsequent change of land use would be allowed only with the
approval of the Monitoring Committee referred to in paragraph 4.

(vi) The Monitoring Committee oversee the proper execution of the
Management Plan by all Departments and stakeholders as well. This
Committee would also look into the grievances of people and find
amicable solution of such grievances.

(viiij The Management Plan shall invariably prescribe the relevance and
adequate steps for all such activities that are required to be regulated and
Jor restricted, based on site specific requirements as given in the
Annexure-2 of the guidelines of the Ministry of Environment and Forests
on eco-sensitive zones dated 9™ February 2011.
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(ix)Adequate publicity shall be given to the provisions of the Management

Plan.

(2) Regulated, restrictive and permitted activities in the Eco-sensitive Zone.-

Under Zone 1 and Zone 2 the following activities are prohibited, regulated and/or
permitted as per the tabular column given below.

2011 by the Ministry of Environment and Forests (WL Division), New Delhi.

(3) Industrial Units:

1 No establishment of new industrial unit shall be permitted in Zone 1.

2 Establishment of new industrial unit in Zone 2 shall be regulated by the
monitoring committee in accordance with “The guidelines for taking non
forestry activities in Wiid life Habitats” issued vide F.No. 6-10/2011 WL dated
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15-03-2011 by the Ministry of Environment and Forests (WL Division), New
Deihi.

(4) In the non municipal areas, the following shall also be permitted:
Structures connected with small agro-based industries, activities related to the
needs of the local village economy and processing or storage of local agro-
based products may be allowed subject to the permission to be obtained from
the revenue authorities for alienation of land for non agricultural purposes.

(5)Quarrying and Mining:-
Quarrying and Mining activities shall be banned in the Eco-Sensitive zone and
no fresh mining lease shall be granted.

(6) Trees: There shall be no felling of trees either on forest, Government, revenue or
private lands, without the prior permission of the State Government in case of
forest land, and the respective District Collector in case of Government, revenue
and private land, granted in such manner as may be laid down by the State
Government.

(7) Tourism: Tourism activities shall be allowed in accordance with the Tourism
Master Plan, with emphasis on eco-tourism, eco-education and eco-
development, to be prepared by the Department of Tourism of the State
Govermnment in consultation with the Ministry of Tourism, Govemment of india and
approved by the Ministry of Environment and Forests which shall also form a part of
the Zonal Master Plan.

(8) Use of plastics:
The use of plastics, laminates and tetra-packs within the Eco-sensitive zone
shall be regulated as per the activities mentioned in this notification.

(9) Forest Areas under the control of Revenue Department:
‘Any non-forestry activities will be regulated in accordance with “The
guidelines for taking non forestry activities in Wild life Habitats” issued vide
F.No. 6-10/2011 WL dated 15-03-2011 by the Ministry of Environment and
Forests (WL Division), New Delhi.

(10) Discharge of effluents:
a) The discharge of any untreated effluent is prohibited within the Eco-Sensitive
Zone.
b) No effiuent, either treated or untreated, shall be permitted to be discharged
' into any water body or water source within the Eco-sensitive zone.

(11) Solid Wastes: :

a) The local authorities shall draw up plans for the segregation of solid wastes
into biodegradable and non-biodegradable components.

b} The biodegradable materiai may be recycled preferably through composting
or vermiculture and the inorganic material may be disposed of at
environmentally acceptable locations.

c) No burning or incineration of solid wastes shall be permitted.

Explanation — in this notification, “Solid wastes” shall include domestic,
industrial, commercial & garden wastes.

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{12) Natural springs:

a) The catchment area of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation of those that have run dry in their natural
setting shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

b) Strict guidelines shall be drawn up by the State Government to ban
development activities at or near these areas.

Monitoring Commiittee. —

(1) In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (3) of section 3 of the

Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), the Central Government
hereby constitutes a committee to be called the Bandipur Tiger Reserve Eco-
sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee to monitor the compliance of this
notification. The Chairman of the Monitoring Committee shall be an eminent
person with proven managerial or administrative experience and
understanding of local problems.

(2) The Monitoring Committee referred to in sub-paragraph (1), shall consist of
the following members, namely:-
(a)a representative of the Department of Environment, Government of

Karnataka —Member,

(b)a representative of the Department of Urban Development,
Government of Karmnataka — Member;

(c) a representative of Non-governmental Organizations working in the
field of natural conservation (including heritage conservation) to be
nominated by the Karnataka State Forest Department — Member;

(d) the Regional Officer, Karnataka State Pollution Control Board, Mysore
— Member,

(e) one expert in Ecology from reputed Institution or University of the State
of Karnataka _ Member.

(f) the Deputy Commissioner or his representative, Chamarajanagar —
Member

(g)the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Project Tiger Division, Bandipur —
Member Secreatary.

(3) The powers and functions of the Monitoring Committee shall be restricted to the

compliance of the provisions of this notification.

(4) In case of activities requiring prior permission, under the provisions of the

notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment and Forests
number S.0. 1533, dated the 14" September, 2006 as amended from time to
time, the Monitoring Committee shall refer such matters to the Ministry of
Environment and Forests which shall grant the clearances in accordance with the
provisions of the said notification.

(5) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives of experts from concerned

Departments Of associations to assist in its deliberations depending on the
requirements on issue to issue basis.

(6) The Chairman or the Member Secretary of the Monitoring Committee shall be

competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) against any person who contravenes the provisions of this
notification.

(7) The Monitoring Commitiee shall submit the annual action taken report of its

activities by the 31%t March of every year to the Central Government in the

Ministry of Environment and Forests. o )
The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment and Forests shall give

directions, from time to time, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge
of the functions of the Monitoring Committee.
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ANNEXURE-A
BOUNDARY DESCRIPTION

Boundary Description for the above forest areas is as described in the Govt.
Notifications of respective forests.

North:- The line starts from North West corner of Karavadi Village of Bidarahalli
Panchayath, H.D. Kote Taluk, Mysore District and runs along the Northern boundary
till it reaches tri junction point of Singapatna, Kithur and Karawadi; then the line
passes through Kithur and touches the tri junction point of Kithur, Uyyamball,
Nadinathapura and Sagare; then the line runs along the southern boundary of
Nandinathapura and touches south cost corner of Nandinathapura; then the line
passes through Sagare village and meets the tri junction point on the western most
side of Hegganur; then the line passes all along the western boundary towards south
and touches the tri junction point of Hegganur, Sagare and Telagumasahally; then
the line passes all along the northern boundary of Telagumasahaily and meets the tri
junction point of Telagumasahally, Hegganur and Devalapura; then the line passes
in Northern direction along the western boundary of Devalapura and touches tri
junction bondh of Hegganur, Mallarajapura and Devalapura; then the line passes all
along the Northern boundary of Devalapura and touches tri junction bondh of
Hullemala, Mallarajapura and Devalapura; then the line passes all along western
boundary of Hullemala in North west direction and touches tri junction bondh of
Masahally, Mallarajapura and Hullemala; then the line passes on Northern boundary
of Huliemala and touches the north east corner of Hullemala; then the line runs
through Masahally village and touches a tri junction point of Sy. No. 20,19 and 11 of
Beddalapura on the Western boundary of Beddalapura; then the line goes straight
through Beddalapura and touches the tri junction bondh of Haleyur, Masahally and
Beddalapua; then the line passes through Haleyur and touches a point on the tri
junction bondh of Narasipura village, Haleyur village and Kothegala village; then the
line passes all along the Western & Northern boundaries of Kothegala and touches
the tri junction bondh on North east most corner of Kothegala and Puradakatte,
Chikkadevammanabetta, Chamalapura and Halasur; then the line runs in south east
direction all along the northern boundary of Halasur and touches the north east most
corner of Halasur and then the line runs along the eastern boundary of Halasur in
southern direction and touches the tri junction bondh of Chamalapura, Halasur and
Jatagathipura and Mullur; then the line runs along northern boundary of Mullur and
touches the tri junction bondh of Chamalapura, Mullur and Bennegere; then the line
runs all along the Eastern boundary of Mullur and western boundary of Bennegere
and Channagowdanahally and touches the tri junction bondh of
Channagowdanahally, Mullur of H.D. Kote Taluk and Hediyala of Nanjangud Taluk of
Mysore district. Then the line runs along the common boundary of Hediyala and
Mullur and touches Hunsur-Begur Highway road; then the line runs all along the
right side of the above side road passing through Hediyala, Maduvinahally,
Amakahally and Hosaveedu villages and touches the Western boundary of
Devarayasettipura, then the line runs all along the western boundary of
Devarayasettipura and Kallahally and touches the tri junction point of Telana, Hadya
and Channapatna; then the line runs all along the southern boundary of
Channapatna and touches the tri junction point of Kallahally, Channapatna and
Kellpura; then the line runs along the western and northern boundary of Kellepura of
Gundlupet Taluk, Chamarajanagara District and touches the tri junction point of
Channapatna, Mallahally and Kellupura; then the line runs along the western
boundary of Mallahally and Kaladevanahally in Northern direction and touches the
tri junction bondh of Hura, Kanthirayanapuradakaval and Kaladevanahally; then the
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line runs along the Northern boundary of Kaladevanahally and touches the tri
junction bundh of Hosapura, Dyavegowdanapura, Kantharayanapuradakaval and
Kaladevanahally; then the line runs all along the Northern boundary Hosapura and
touches the tri junction bundh of Hosapura, Dyavegowdanapura and Yadavanahally,
then the line runs in the same direction along the southern boundary of
Dyavegowdanapura in southern direction and touches the tri junction bondh of
Dyavegowdanapura Makanapura Nanjangud Taluk and Yadavanahally of Gundlupet
taluk: then the line runs ali along the Northern boundary of Yadavanahally and
touches the tri junction bondh of Yadavanahally of Gundlupet Taluk and
Krishnanapura of Nanjangud Taluk and Horiyala of Gundlupet Taluk; then the line
runs in southern direction along the eastern boundary of Yadavanahally and touches
the tri junction bondh of Horeyala, Yadavanahally and Kotekere village of Gundlupet
Taluk: then the line runs in western direction along the southern boundary of
Yadavanahally till it reaches the North west corner of Sy No. 20 of Kotekere; then
the line runs in south ward direction along the western boundary of Kotekere and
touches the South west comer of Sy No. 314 of Kotekere and State Highway road;
then the line passes through Kotekere village in South-west direction and reaches
the tri junction bondh of Kotekere, Bettadamadahally and Manchally; then the line
runs along the Eastern boundary of Manchahally till it reaches the tri junction bondh
of Manchally, Banagawadi, Savakanahally and Hasaguli; then the line runs in west
ward direction along the southern boundary of Manchally and meets the tri junction
point of Savakarahally, Banagavadi and Manchally; then the line runs along the
eastern boundary of Savakanahally and touches the tri junction bondh of
Devalapura, Bargi, Savakanahalii and Banagavadi; then the line runs in south ward
direction along the eastern boundary of Bargi village till it reaches the boundary of
Nenekatte Tiger Reserve; then the line runs along the North, East and South
boundary of Nenekatte Tiger Reserve and touches the eastern boundary of Bargi
village, then the line runs along the eastern boundary of Bargi village and touches
the tri junction bondh of Bargi, Mookahally and Masahally; then the line runs along
the eastern boundary of Masahally till it reach tri junction bondh of Masahally,
Beerambadi and Kannagala; the line runs along the eastern boundary of
Beerambady and touches the tri junction bondh of Kannegala Beerambady and
Lakkipura; then the line passes: through the Kannagala village and joins the tri
junction bondh of Kannagala, Kallipura and Honnegowdanahally villages; then the
line runs along the Northern & Eastern"boundary of Kallipura and joins the tri junction
bondh of Hangala, Devarahally and Hangalahosally; then the line runs on southern
and eastern boundary of Deverahally to meet the tri junction bondh Devarahally,
Puthanapura and Hangala; then the line runs in the eastern and southern direction
on the northem boundary of Hangala and touches the tri junction bondh of Hangala,
Puthanapura and Hangalapura; then the line runs on the eastern boundary of
Hangala and Siddanapura in south ward direction and touches the tri junction bondh
of Pasainapura, Kalegowdanahally and Siddanapura; then the line runs in the
eastward direction on the Northern boundary of Kaligowdanahally and touches the tri
junction bondh of Pasainapura, Kaligowdanahally and Siddapura; then the line runs
on Western & Northern boundary of Siddapura and touches the tri-junction bondh of
North east corner of Siddapura and North west comner of Sy.
