229(E), dated the 22ndaty, 2016, inviting objections and suggestioomf
all persons likely to be affected thereby withiperiod of sixty days from the date on which copéshe
Gazette containing the said notification were maxglable to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing thil siotification were made available to the
public on the 22nd January, 2016;

AND WHEREAS, objections and suggestions receivedhfall persons and stakeholders in response
to the draft notification have been duly considdrgdhe Central Government;

AND WHEREAS, the Sanjay Gandhi National Park (heséer referred to as the National Park) is a
unique habitat enclosed in the metropolis of Mumdnad is located in the Thane and Mumbai District of
Maharashtra State between N 88" to 19 21" latitude and E 753" to 72° 58" longitudes;

AND WHEREAS the National Park is home to a numbleermdangered species of flora and fauna
and harbours approximately 1300 species of flowepilants, 45 species of mammals, 43 species afegpt
including 38 species of snakes, 12 species of arigis, 300 species of birds, 150 species of blidsyf

AND WHEREAS, the area is known for mammalian specach as LeopardPénthera pardus),
Wild Boar us sp), Four Horned AntelopeTétracerus quadricornis), Blacknaped Hare, Wild CaFé¢is
chaus), Jackal Canis aureus), and PorcupineHystrix indica) and also harbours many bird species such as
Peacock Pavo cristatus), Lesser Grebe, Purple HeroArdea purpurea), Smaller Egret, Lesser Whistling
Teal, Pariah Kite, Bulbul and many reptiles are dtsund in the National Park including shakes atian
Cobra and Viper;
