- The following draft of the notification, which the Central Government proposes 1o issue in
exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), read with clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-
section (3) of section 3 of the Lnvironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) is hereby published, as required under
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules. 1986, for the information of the public likely to be affected
thereby: and notice is hereby given that the szid drafl notification shall be taken into consideration on or after the cxpiry
of a period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing this notification are made available 1o
the Public;

Draft Notification

WHIREAS, the Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary of about 83 hectares, a wetland (2bout 80 kilometers from West
of Delhi) situated in Haryana attracts a farge number and varicty of migratory birds, and at distance of about 1.5
kilometers from Bhindawas Wildlifc Sanctuary;

AND WHEREAS, Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary is important and known {or its Avi-fauna i.c. Oriental honey
buzzard, Black kite, Red headed vulture, Shikra, Greater spotted cagle, Booted warbler, crested lark, Graylag goose,
Ruddy Shelduck, Spot-whilled Duck. Ferruginous Pochard, Great crgret. yellow bitten, Red-wattled lapwing, Painted
stork. Woolly necked stork, Grey breasted Prinia, Laughing dove, Yello-footed green pigeon, Red-necked falcon. Small
pratincole. Yellow legged gull, White wagtail, Blue throat, Pied buschat. Sind sparrow, Black Francolin, Red vented
bulbul, Black winged stilt. Dunlin, Barn owl. Oriental while cye;

AND WHEREAS. Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary is important for its flora i.c. Acorus calamus., Allium cepd,
Carwm copticum, Neriun odorum, Reawwolfia serpentine, Amarphophallus Campanulaius, Felipia alba, Oroxvium
indicum, Cannabis  sative, Diospyros  melanoxylon, Cassia fistule, Dalbergia sissoo, Mentha spicata, Strychnos
muxvomica, Marlynia  annua, Ficeus lomerata,  Pinus roxbuighii, Cymbopogon  martini, Citrus  medica,  Aloe
harbadensis, Ginger officinale, Tribulus terrestris ete;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary (o conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundarics of which is
speeified in paragraph | of this notification around the protected area of the Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary as Lco-
sensitive Zone from ccological and environmental point of view and to prohibit industrics or class of industrics and their
operations and processes in the said Ico-sensitive Zone;

NOW.THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) read with clause (v) and clause
{xiv) of sub- scction (2) of section 3 ol the Environment (Protection) Act. 1986 (29 of 1986) and sub- rule (3) of rule 5
of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies upto 100 meters around Khaparwas
Wildlife Sanctuary in the State of | laryana as the Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary Fco-Sensitive Zone (hereinafier referred
to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely;-
L. Extent and Boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zomne.- (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone is upto 100 meters  all around the
boundary of the protected arca of the Khaparwas Wildlife Sanctuary comprising an arca of 38 hectares approximately.
(2) The Eco-sensitive Zone is bounded by 28°33°56.215"N latitude and 76°32°1.406"F longitude towards Fast
{(point No.6 of Annexure | map): 28°33°50.439"N latitude and 76°31°14. 189"} longitude towards west  (point No.1 of
Annexure [ map): 28°34°13.555"N latitude and 76°3 | 39458k longitude towards nov, (point No.§ of Annexure | map)
and 28°33728.596"N latitude and 76°31°35.075"}: longitude towards south (point No 3 of Annexure | map).

(3) The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary 1ogether with its latitudes and fongitudes is appended as Annexure I,
4 The coordinates of Eco-sensitive Zone with its latitude and longitude is appended as Annexure I1I.
(5) The villages whose area or parts thereof falling within the Iico-sensitive Zone are, Surajearh, Chuchhakwas.

Khetawas and Bilochpura.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purpese of the lco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan, within a period of two years from the date of publication of final
notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given in this
notification.

(2) ‘The Zonal Master Plan shall be approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government.
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(3) The Zonal Master Plan for the Leo-sensitive Zone shall be srepared by the State Government in such manncr as
is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the guidelines issued
by the Central Government, il any.
(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with all concerned State Departments, namely:-

(1) Environment;

(i1) Forest;

(iii) Urban Development;

(iv) Tourism;

(v) Municipal;

(vi) Revenuc:

(vii) Agriculture; and

(viii) Haryana State Pollution Control Board,

for integrating cnvironmental and ccological considerations into it.

(5 The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved cxisting land e, infrastructure and
activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement ol all
infrastructure and activitics to be more cfficient and Lco-friendly.
(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restoration of denuded arcas, conscrvation ol existing water bodics,
management of catchment areas. watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture conservation,
needs of local community and such other aspeets of the ecology and environment that need attention,
(7 The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, village and urban scttlements, types
and kinds of forcsts, agricultural arcas, fertile lands, green arca, such as, parks and like places, horticultural arcas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodics.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Fco-sensitive Zone SO as 1o CRsure lico-friendly
development and livelihood sccurity of local communities.
3. Measures to be taken by State Government.- The State Government shall take the following measures for

giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-
(1) Land use.- Forests, horticulture arcas, agricultural arcas, parks and opcn spaces carmarked for reereational purposcs
in the Eco-sensitive Zonc shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or industrial related development
activities: :

Provided that the conversion of agricultural lands within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the
recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the State Government, to meet the
residential needs of local residents, and for the activitics listed against serial numbers 28, 35 and 40 in column {2} of the
Table in paragraph 4. namely:-

(1) Small scale industrics not causing pollution;
{ii) Rainwater harvesting: and
(1i1) Cottage industrics including village artisans:

Provided further that no usc of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development
activities without the prior approval of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of article 244 of
the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any crror appearing in the land records within the Feo-sensitive Zone shall be corrected by
the State Government, after obtaining the views of the Monitoring Committee, once in each casc and the correction of
said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land usc in any casc cxcept as
provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequential reduction in green arca, such as forest arca and agricultural

arca and cfforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural arcas.
(2) Natural Springs.- The catchment arcas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their conscrvation and
rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall be drawn up by the State
Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activitics at or near these arcas which arc detrimental to such
arcas.
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(3) Tourism.- (a) The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per Tourism Master Plan,
which shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the Department of Tourism, Government of Haryana in consultation
with Department of Revenue and Forests, Government of Haryana,

(c) The activity of tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) all new tourism activitics or cxpansion of existing tourism activitics within the Iico-sensitive Zone shall be in
accordance with the Lco-tourism guidelines issucd by the National Tiger Conscrvation Authority, Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change (as amended from time to time) with emphasis on FEco-tourism, Iico-cducation
and Eco-development and based on carrying capacity study of the Eco-sensitive Zone:

(ii) new censtruction of hotels and resorts shall not be permitied within the Eco-sensitive Zone:

(iii) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of cxisting tourism activitics
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authoritics based on the actual site specific serutiny and recommendation
of the Monitoring Committee.

(4) Natural Heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Lco-sensitive Zone such as the gene pool reserve
areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, ete. shall be identified and
preserved and plan shall be drawn up for their protection and conservation, within six months from the date of
publication of this notification and such plan shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan,

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, arcas and precinets of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identificd in the LEco-sensitive Zone and plans for their conservation shall be
prepared within six months from the date of publication of this notification and incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government shall draw up guidelines and regulations for
the control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981(14 of 1981) and the rules made thereunder.

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government shall draw up guidclines and regulations for
the control of air pollution in the Ico-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control
of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and the rules made thereunder,

(8) Discharge of effluents.- T'he discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974(6 of 1974) and the rules made thereunder.

(9) Solid wastes. - Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(i) the solid waste disposal in Lco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Municipal Solid Waste
(Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 published by the Goverrment of India in the erstwhile Ministry of
Environment, Forests and Climate Change vide notification number  $.0. 908 (1), dated the 25" September, 2000 as
amended from time to time;

(ii) the local authorities shall draw up plans for the scgregation of solid wastes into biodegradable and non-biodegradable
components;

(iii) the biodegradable material shall be recycled preferably through composting or vermiculture:

(iv) the inorganic material shall be disposed of in an cnvironmentally acceptable manner at site identified outside the
Eco-sensitive Zone and no burning or incineration of solid wastes shall be permitted in the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste.- The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 1998 published by the Government of India in
the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests vide Notification number S.0. 630(13), dated the 20" July, 1998 as
amended from time to time.

{11) Vehicular traffic. - The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and specific
provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal master plan is
prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government. The Monitoring Committee shall monitor
compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within the Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the Fco-sensitive
Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Invironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) and the rules made
thereunder and shall be regulated in the manner specified in the table below, namely:

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The activitics that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the
erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number $.0. 1533 (E), dated the 14™ September, 2006 and are
falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in the Table under paragraph
4 thercof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and
referred to the concerned Regulatory Authoritics.

The Member Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s) shall be
competent to file complaints under Section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 against any person
who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments, representatives
from Industry Associations or concerned stakcholders to assist in its deliberations depending on the
requirements on issuc to issuc basis.

I'he Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activitics as on 31" March of
™ Junc of that year to the Chicf Wild Life Warden of the State as per pro- forma appended as
