Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary is spread over an area of 85.067 square kilometers and
situated in Chalakkudy Taluk (Former Mukundapuram Taluk) of Thrissur district in the state of Kerala;

AND WHEREAS, the forests of the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary embracing the Chimmony Reservoir
attains greatest conservation value by providing irrigation water to thousands of hectares of agricultural land in
Thrissur District and hence the prime reason for protecting and developing the Sanctuary for posterity. The Sanctuary
area comprises mainly of forests in the Chimmony valley on the western slopes of the Nelliampathies; ensures
ecological continuity of the Anamalai-Anamudi conservation unit covering an area of 4705 square kilometres;

AND WHEREAS, the major flora of the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary are Andrographis macrobotrys,
Hygrophila schulli, Phaulopsis imbricata, Alternanthera sessilis, Aganosma cymosa, Wrightia tinctoria, Schefflera
venulosa Harms, Hemidesmus indicus, Conyza bonariensis, Spilanthes radicans, Impatiens pulcherrima, Ehretia
indica, Polycarpaea corymbosa, Mesua ferrea, Commelina maculata, Erycibe paniculata, Kalanchoe schweinfurthii
Penzig, Cyperus haspan, Pycreus sulcinux .B. Clarke, Drosera burmannii, Acalypha brachystachya, Breynia vitis-
idaea, Fischer, Euphorbia prostrata, Paracroton integrifolius, Acrocarpus fraxinifolius, Tamarindus indica,
Crotalaria retusa, Erythrina stricta, Pycnospora lutescens, Acacia pennata Willd., Flacourtia indica, Reissantia
grahamii, Hyptis suaveolens Poit., Litsea insignis, Leea macrophylla, Helicanthes elastica, Sida alnifolia,
Memecylon lawsonii, Cipadessa baccifera, Tiliacora acuminata, Ficus callosa, Maesa indica, Chionanthus mala-

AND WHEREAS, the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary is part of the Anamudi Elephant Reserve in the State,
with a total forest area of 3728 square kilometers with a density of 0.7404 elephants per square kilometers. The
estimated number of elephants as per 2010 elephant census is 2086 (ranging from 1781 to 2443). More than 50% of
the Sanctuary area is under high conservation value zones and the rest under medium conservation value zones with
outstanding species diversity and endemic wealth. The area has exceptional medicinal plant diversity. Sanctuary is an
abode of 53 species of mammals, 182 species of birds, 46 species of reptiles, 38 species of amphibians, 31 species of
fishes and invertebrate species such as butterflies (24 species), odonates (56 species) etc;

AND WHEREAS, important mammals of the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary are Nilgiri langur
(Trachypithecus johnii), lion-tailed macaque (Macaca silenus), jungle palm squirrel (Funambulus tristriatus),
blanford’s madromys (white tailed woodrat) (Madromys blanfordi), flat-haired mouse (Mus platythrix), sahyadris
forest rat (Rattus satarae), spiny tree mouse (Platacanthomys lasiurus), black-naped hare (Lepus nigricollis), lesser
dog- faced fruit bat (Cynopterus brachyotis), Indian flying fox (Pteropus giganteus), greater false vampire

(Accipiter trivirgatus), bonelli’s eagle (Hieraaetus fasciatus), red spurfowl (Galloperdix spadicea), red-wattled
lapwing (Vanellus indicus), oriental turtle-dove (Streptopelia orientalis), yellow-legged green-pigeon (Treron
phoenicoptera), rose-ringed parakeet (Psittacula krameri), large hawk-cuckoo (Hierococcyx sparverioides), Indian
plaintive cuckoo (Cacomantis passerinus), brown hawk-owl (Ninox scutulata), brown-backed needletail-swift

AND WHEREAS, important reptiles of the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary are Indian black turtle
(Melanochelys trijuga (Schweigger, 1812), travancore tortoise (Indotestudo travancorica (Boulenger, 1907),
common green forest lizard (Calotes calotes), Indian garden lizard (Calotes versicolor (Daudin, 1802), south Indian
rock agama (Psammophilus dorsalis (Gray, 1831), coastal day gecko (Cnhemaspis littoralis (Jerdon, 1854), brook’s
house gecko (Hemidactylus brookii (Gray, 1845), termite hill gecko (Hemidactylus triedrus (Daudin, 1802), bronze
grass skink (Eutropis macularia (Blyth, 1853), beddome’s cat skink (Ristella beddomii (Boulenger, 1887), beaked

AND WHEREAS, amphibian, fishes and butterflies found in the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary are ridged
toad (Duttaphrynus parietalis), Indian pond frog (Euphlyctis hexadactylus), Indian bullfrog (Hoplobatrachus
tigerinus), rufescent burrowing frog (Minervarya rufescens), nelliyampathi torrent frog (Micrixalus nelliyampathi),
ornate narrow-mouthed frog (Microhyla ornata), anamalai dot frog (Uperodon anamalaiensis), purple frog
(Nasikabatrachus sahyadrensis), anamallai night frog (Nyctibatrachus anamallaiensis), bicoloured frog (Clinotarsus
curtipes ), don’s golden-backed frog (Indosylvirana doni), anamallais leaping frog (Indirana brachytarsus), yadera's
leaping frog (Indirana yadera), charpa tree frog (Polypedates occidentalis), variable bush frog (Raorchestes
akroparallagi ), Jayaram's bush frog (Raorchestes jayarami ), water drop frog (Raorchestes nerostagona), large
ponmudi bush frog (Raorchestes ponmudi), menon’s caecilian (Uraeotyphlus menoni), pavayparal/river carpbaril

blue mormon, mottled emigrant, tawny coster, tamil yeoman, chestnut streaked sailer, chocolate pansy, black raja, etc;

AND WHEREAS, the rare, threatened and endangered (RET) flora recorded from the Chimmony Wildlife
Sanctuary are fleshy epithema (Epithema carnosum), malavirinji (Actinodaphne malabarica), karakil (Aglaia
barberi), vellacheeralam (Aglaia lawii), moothassari (Vepris bilocularis), chooramullu (Smilax wightii), chemparavalli
(Ampelocissus indica), perelam (Amomum pterocarpum), akil, adanta (Cryptocarya anamalayana), purippa, vellakil
(Dysoxylum beddomei), etc. While rare, threatened and endangered (RET) fauna of the Sanctuary are elephant
(Elephas maximus), lion — tailed macaque (Macaca silenus), wild dog (Cuon alpinus), tiger (Panthera tigris),
maninjeel (Auguilla bengalensis), kalpoolon (Bhavania australis), Indian butter catfish (Ompok bimaculatus), etc;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of Chimmony
Wildlife Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph 1 as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological, environmental and
biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and their operations and processes in the
said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) (hereafter in
this notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection)
Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent varying from 0 (zero) to 7.0 kilometres
around the boundary of Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary, in Thrissur District in the State of Kerala as the Eco-sensitive
Zone (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely: -

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone. — (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be to an extent of 0 (zero) to
7.0 kilometres around the boundary of Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary and the area of the Eco-sensitive Zone is
92.53 square kilometres comprising 90.65 square kilometres of forest area and 1.88 square kilometres non-forest
area. The extents of Eco-sensitive Zone at different direction of the Sanctuary are given below:

Directions Extent
North 0 (zero)
North - East 4.6 kilometres
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East 1 kilometre
South — East 4 kilometres
South 3 kilometres
South-West 4 kilometres
West 7 kilometres
North-West 3.5 kilometres

Justification for zero extent was made by state as “The zero Eco-sensitive Zone at Northern boundary
starting from Mangattukomban to Ponmudi is lying adjoining to Peechi-Vazhani Wildlife Sanctuary. This stretch is a
very good semi evergreen patch without any disturbance; hence Eco-Sensitive Zone is zero. The zero Eco-sensitive
Zone at Eastern boundary starting from Pundimudi to Kavala is lying adjoining with Parambikulam Tiger Reserve.
This stretch is a very good semi- evergreen patch without any disturbance; hence Eco-Sensitive Zone is zero”.

(2) The boundary description of Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive Zone is appended in
Annexure-I.

(3) The maps of the Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary demarcating Eco-sensitive Zone along with boundary details
and latitudes and longitudes are appended as Annexure-11A, Annexure-11B and Annexure-11C.

(4) Lists of geo-coordinates of the boundary of Chimmony Wildlife Sanctuary and Eco-sensitive Zone are given
in Table A and Table B of Annexure-111.

(5) The list of villages falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at prominent points is
appended as Annexure-1V.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of publication of this
notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given in this
notification for approval of the competent authority of State.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such manner
as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the
guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the State
Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-
(i) Environment;

(i) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii) Agriculture;

(iv) Revenue;

(v) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;
(ix) Municipal,

(x) Panchayati Raj;

(xi) Kerala State Pollution Control Board; and
(xii) Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure and
activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,
management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and like places,
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horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps giving details of existing and
proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and

regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development
for security of local communities’ livelihood.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for

carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

Measures to be taken by the State Government.- The State Government shall take the following measures for
giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for
recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or
residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purposes other than that specified
at part (a) above, within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and
other rules and regulations of Central Government or State Government as applicable and vide provisions of
this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents and for activities such as:-

(i) widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;

(i) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;

(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities supporting

eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v) promoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning
Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of
Avrticle 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and
Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case
and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and habitat
restoration activities.

Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall be
drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at or near these
areas which are detrimental to such areas.

Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities
within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Department of Tourism in consultation with
State Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

(d) The Tourism Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of the Eco-sensitive
Zone.

Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a
part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and heritage conservation
plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Noise pollution. - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be complied in
accordance with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the
Environment Act.

Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be compiled in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and
the rules made thereunder.

Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the
Environment Act and the rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government whichever is
more stringent.

Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance
with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number S.0. 1357 (E), dated the 8" April,
2016; the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at site identified
outside the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone.

Bio-Medical Waste.— Bio-Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(a) the Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the
Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 343 (E), dated the 28™ March,
2016.

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as
per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the
18" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance with applicable
laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

Industrial units.— (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new polluting
industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the 31% March of
every year by the 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State as per proforma appended at
Annexure V.

(8) The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

7. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving effect to
provisions of this notification.

8. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any passed or to be passed by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India or High Court or the National Green Tribunal.

A. BOUNDARY DESCRIPTION OF CHIMMONY WILDLIFE SANCTUARY IN THE STATE
KERALA

North: The boundary lines starts from a station at about 1.2 kilometer north-east of Mangattukomban along the inter
taluk boundary of Thrissur and Mukundapuram and runs along the above said boundary towards east and
meets with the district boundary of Thrissur and Palakkad, at Ponmudi at a height point of 3045 ft.

East: Thence the boundary line runs along the inter district boundary of Thrissur and Palakkad and reaches at
Pumalai at a height point of 3665’ passing height 1930°, 2839°, 1702°, 3045°, 2685’ and 2534’ and thence the
line runs towards south-west direction and meets with Mundavalichal at about % kilometer west of Kavalai
incline passing height point of 1750°.

South: Thence the boundary line runs along the north of Muduvarachal towards southwest direction till the above chal
meets with the Muplipuzha and thence along the northern bank of Muplipuzha till it reaches a station at about
1 kilometer upstream of Mupli where Valkattuthodu joins with Muplipuzha.

Thence the boundary runs
along the southern bank of the Chimmonypuzha towards east for about 3 kilometer. till it reaches at
Chimmony at a height point of 135’ and thence the boundary runs towards northwest direction and reaches at
the starting point of the northern boundary of the area.
