Draft Notification

WHEREAS, Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary is spread over an area of 3.42 square kilometers and situated in
Thalappilly and Alathur Taluks of Thrissur and Palakkad districts in the state of Kerala. Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary
was formed by carving out areas from the Nenmara and Thrissur territorial divisions which was an erstwhile private
forest, subsequently taken over by State Government as per the Kerala Private Forests (Vesting and Assignment) Act,
1971,

AND WHEREAS, the forests of the Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary provide considerable tree cover which
ameliorates microclimate of the area and it will also favorably influence the hydrology of the surrounding area in the
long term. About 337 species of plant were recorded from the Sanctuary area. The natural deciduous forests within the
sanctuary are a representation of the natural forest vegetation of the area now evolving through secondary successional
stages with associated biodiversity. This native flora, fauna associated soil and microbial elements have a very high
biodiversity value. The major flora of the Sanctuary are coconut (Cocos nucifera), areca nut (Areca catechu), teak
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(Tectona grandis), jackfruit (Artocarpusheterophyllus), mango tree (Mangiferaindica), pepper (Piper nigrum), banana
(Musa paradisica), kanikkonna (Cassia fistula), sathavari (Asparagus racemosus), dhanthappala (Wrightiatinctoria),
maramanjal (Cosciniumfenestratum), orila (Desmodiumgangeticum), palakapayyani (Oroxylumindicum), thippali
(Piper longum), moovila (Pseudarthriaviscida ), etc;

AND WHEREAS, the Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary has good potential for ecotourism without harming the
ecological Integrity of the area. The Sanctuary is the only representation of a protected area for peafowl in the state of
Kerala which has viable of Peafowl population. The other avifauna of the Sanctuary are ashy drongo (Dicrurus
leucophaeus), Indian koel (Eudynamys scolopaceus), baya weaver (Ploceus philippinus), black-headed cuckooshrike
(Lalage melanoptera), lesser golden-backed woodpecker (Dinopium benghalense), brahminy kite (Haliastur Indus),
bronzed drongo (Dicrurus aeneus), cattle egret (Bubulcus ibis), chestnut-tailed starling (Sturnia malabarica), black-
hooded oriole (Oriolus xanthornus), common kingfisher (Alcedo atthis), common peafowl (Pavo cristatus), common
woodshrike (Tephrodornis pondicerianus), crested serpent eagle (Spilornis cheela), Indian golden oriole (Oriolus
kundoo), greater coucal (Centropus sinensis), greater racket-tailed drongo (Dicrurus paradiseus), grey francolin
(Francolinus pondicerianus), Indian cuckoo (Cuculus micropterus), Indian grey hornbill (Ocyceros birostris), Indian
robin (Saxicoloides fulicatus), jungle babbler (Turdoides striata), large cuckooshrike (Coracina javensis), little
cormorant (Microcarbo niger), Loten’s sunbird (Cinnyris lotenius), orange-headed thrush (Geokichla citrina), pale-
billed flowerpecker (Dicaeum erythrorhynchos), grey fronted green-pigeon (Treron affinis), red-vented bulbul
(Pycnonotus cafer), red-whiskered bulbul (Pycnonotus jocosus), rufous treepie (Dendrocitta vagabunda), scaly-
breasted munia (Lonchura punctulata), small minivet (Pericrocotus cinnamomeus), spotted owlet (Athene brama),
vernal hanging parrot (Loriculus vernalis), white-browed fantail (Rhipidura aureola), white-rumpedmunia (Lonchura
striata), yellow-billed babbler (Turdoides affinis), etc;

AND WHEREAS, important mammals of the Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary are Indian palm squirrel
(Funambulus palmarum), roof rat (Rattus rattus), Indian crested porcupine (Hystrix indica), Indian hare (Lepus
nigricollis), bare-bellied hedgehog (Paraechinusnudiventris), golden jackal (Canis aureus), grey mongoose
(Herpestesedwardsi), Asian palm civet (Paradoxurus hermaphroditus), jungle cat (Felis chaus), Indian pangolin
(Manis crassicaudata), greater Asiatic yellow house bat (Scotophilus heathii), Indian flying fox (Pteropus giganteus),
greater short-nosed fruit bat (Cynopterus sphinx), Asian musk shrew (Suncus murinus), wild boar (Sus scrofa), etc;

AND WHEREAS, amphibian and reptiles recorded from the Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary are common
green forest lizard (Calotes calotes, Linnaeus, 1758), south Indian rock agama (Psammophilus dorsalis, Gray, 1831),
coastal day gecko (Cnemaspis littoralis, Jerdon, 1854), brook’s house gecko (Hemidactylus brookii, Gray, 1845), bark
gecko (Hemidactylusleschenaultii, Duméril and Bibron, 1836), kollegal ground gecko (Cyrtodactylus collegalensis,
Beddome, 1870), common keeled skink (Eutropis carinata, Schneider, 1801), spotted supple skink (Lygosoma
punctata, Gmelin, 1799), Bengal monitor (Varanus bengalensis, Daudin, 1802), brahminy worm snake (Indotyphlop
sbraminus , Daudin, 1803), Indian rock python (Python molurus , Linnaeus, 1758), common trinket snake
(Coelognathus helena , Daudin, 1803), Russell’s kukri snake (Oligodon taeniolatus , Jerdon, 1853), common
bronzeback tree snake (Dendrelaphis tristis, Daudin,1803), common vine shake (Ahaetulla nasuta), striped keelback
(Amphiesma stolatum , Linnaeus, 1758), spectacled cobra (Naja naja, Linnaeus, 1758), Russel’s viper (Daboia
russelii, Shaw &Nodder, 1797), ferguson’s toad (Duttaphrynus scaber), Indian pond frog (Euphlyctis hexadactylus),
indian bullfrog (Hoplobatrachus tigerinus), nilphamarai narrow-mouthed frog (Microhyla nilphamariensis), reddish
narrow-mouthed frog (Microhyla rubra), variegated ramanella (Uperodon variegatus), urban golden-backed frog
(Indosylvirana urbis), charpa tree frog (Polypedatesoccidentalis), Menon’s caecilian (Uraeotyphlus menoni), etc;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of Chulannur
Peafowl Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph 1 as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological, environmental and
biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and their operations and processes in the
said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) (hereafter in
this notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection)
Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent varying from 100 meters to 3.0 kilometres
around the boundary of Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary, in Thrissur and Palakkad districts in the State of Kerala as the
Eco-sensitive Zone (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under,
namely: -

Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone. — (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be to an extent of 100
meters to 3.0 kilometres around the boundary of Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary and the area of the Eco-sensitive Zone
is 8.86 square kilometres comprising of 6.58 square kilometres of forest area and 2.28 square kilometres of non-forest
area. The extents of Eco-sensitive Zone at various directions of the Sanctuary are given as:

Annexure-I.

The maps of the Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary demarcating Eco-sensitive Zone along with boundary details
and latitudes and longitudes are appended as Annexure-11A, Annexure-11B and Annexure-1IC.

Lists of geo-coordinates of the boundary of Chulannur Peafowl Sanctuary and Eco-sensitive Zone are given in
Table A and Table B of Annexure-I11.

The list of villages falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at prominent points is
appended as Annexure-1V.

Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of publication of this
notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given in this
notification for approval of the competent authority of State.

The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such manner
as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the
guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the State
Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-
(i) Environment;

(if) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii) Agriculture;

(iv) Revenue;

(v) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;

(iX) Municipal,

(X) Panchayati Raj;

(xi) Kerala State Pollution Control Board; and

(xii) Public Works Department.

The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure and
activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,
management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.

The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and like places,
horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps giving details of existing and
proposed land use features.

The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and
regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development
for security of local communities’ livelihood.
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(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for

carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by the State Government.- The State Government shall take the following measures for
giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for
recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or
residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purposes other than that specified
at part (a) above, within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and
other rules and regulations of Central Government or State Government as applicable and vide provisions of
this notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents and for activities such as.-

(i) widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;

(ii) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;

(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities supporting

eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v) promoted activities given in paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning
Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of
article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and
Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case
and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and habitat
restoration activities.

Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall be
drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at or near these
areas which are detrimental to such areas.

Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities
within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Department of Tourism in consultation with the
State Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

(d) The Tourism Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of the Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(e) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the boundary
of the protected area or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is nearer:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the protected area till
the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be allowed
only in pre-defined and designated areas for eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;

(i) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone
shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of

Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger
Conservation Authority (as amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism, eco-
education and eco-development;

(iii) until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific
scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel, resort or commercial
establishment construction shall be permitted within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a
part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and heritage conservation
plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Noise pollution. - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the
Environment Act.

Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and
the rules made thereunder.

Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the
Environment Act and the rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by the State Government whichever
is more stringent.

Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(@) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance
with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number S.0. 1357 (E), dated the 8" April,
2016; the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at site identified
outside the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone.

Bio-Medical Waste.— Bio-Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(@) the Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the
Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 343 (E), dated the 28™ March,
2016.

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as
per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the
18" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

Construction and demolition waste management.- The construction and demolition waste management in
the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and Demolition Waste
Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29™ March, 2016, as amended from time
to time.

E-waste.- The e - waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of
the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

Vehicular traffic.— The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the
Zonal Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the
Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the
rules and regulations made thereunder.

Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance with applicable
laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

Industrial units.— (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new polluting
industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(if) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the classification of
Industries in the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board in February, 2016, unless so
specified in this notification, and in addition, the non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

Protection of hill slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:-
(a) the Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted,;

(b) construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall not be permitted.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the Eco-sensitive
Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment Act and the rules made there under including the

The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s) shall be
competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment Act, against any person who contravenes the
provisions of this notification.
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(6) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments, representatives
from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending on the
requirements on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the 31* March of
every year by the 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State as per proforma appended at
Annexure V.

(8) The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.
