8. Two representatives of Non-governmental Organizations working | Member

9. Chief Executive Officer, Zila Parishad, Satara, Maharashtra Member, ex-officio

10. The District Collector, Satara, Maharashtra. Member Secretary, ex-officio.,

(aa)  The Monitoring Committee shall ensure compliance of the provisions of this notification and in addition,
it shall have the powers to regulate and control noise pollution and regulate traffic within the Eco-
SensitiveZone, which shall be in conformity with the provisions of the Master Plan.”;
