3882(E).— In supersession of Ministry’s draft notification S.O. 73(E), dated 8" J anuary, 2016,
the following draft of the notification, which the Central Government proposes to issue in exercise of the
powers conferred by sub-section (1), read with clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-section
(3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) is hereby published, as required under
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for the information of the public likely to
be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that the said draft notification shall be taken into consideration
on or after the expiry of a period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing this
notification are made available to the public;

Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary derives its name from Nandhour valley and the
Nandhour River which flows in the valley. This 269.95 sq km tract of Nandhour valley was constituted as a
wildlife sanctuary by Government of Uttarakhand on 14th December, 2012.

AND WHEREAS, the Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary is located in two districts namely Nainital and
Champawat districts of Uttarakhand and covers major portion of Haldwani Forest Division and part of
Champawat Forest Division.

AND WHEREAS, the Tarai-Bhabar region in the Shiwaliks forms one of the world’s most
magnificent landscapes with amazing faunal and floral biodiversity. This large landscape, which is also
known as Terai Arc Landscape or TAL is flanked by River Yamuna in India towards the west to River
Bhagmati in Nepal towards east, stretching 16,000 kilometers and covering an area of about 50,000 sq. km. in
its vast expanse.
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AND WHEREAS, TAL is a representative of Tarai-Duar Savana Eco-region, flanking the Himalayas
in the southern slopes. It is a last remnant of the above eco-region. The entire TAL is now recognized as an
important centre of biodiversity, both at national and global level, which has manifested in declaration of as
much as 16 protected areas in which 6 National Parks, 7 Wildlife Sanctuaries and 3 Conservation Reserves are
in the entire landscape. In Uttarakhand, starting at the western limit is Rajaji National Park, home to tigers and
elephants followed by Corbett National Park in the middle.

AND WHEREAS, TAL has two physiographic regions — Tarai and Bhabhar. Tarai is a flat land with
fine soil having very shallow water table while Bhabhar is a hilly area with coarse soils and boulders making
it extremely porous, and hence having a deeper water table. The Bhabhar area in the western limits is
dominated by Sal (Shorea robusta) forests while Tarai has characteristic tall grasslands and swampy forests
interspersed with Sal forests.

AND WHEREAS, among the mega-fauna found in this region, the most important ones are tigers
(Panthera tigris), elephants (Elephas maximus indicus), leopards (Panthera pardus), sloth bears (Melursus
ursinus), and numerous herbivores. Some mammalian species found in the sanctuary include Rhesus macaque
(Macaca mullata), Small Indian Civet (Veverricula indica), Jackal (Canis aureus), Barking Deer (Muntiacus
muntajak), Porcupine (Hystrix indica), Flying Fox (Pteropus giganteus), etc;

AND WHEREAS , the diverse fauna of this area enjoys equally diverse floral diversity. The diversity
can be estimated considering the fact that the area has twenty seven types and sub-types of Champion and
Seth classified forests. Some floral species found in the Sanctuary are Amaltash (Cassia fistula), Mango
(Magnifera indica), Kumiya (Ficus cunia), Udal (Sterculia villosa), Kachmar (Bauhinia variegata), Aamra
(Spondias pinnata), etc;

AND WHEREAS, it is needful to create a Shock absorbing zone around Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary
which may enhance frequent and free movement of wildlife and in future where the forest areas can be
developed. The Eco sensitive zone is proposed to preserve the Sultannagri-Ratighat, Dauli-Gola-Lalkua,
Kilpura-Khatima-Surai and Kakrali-Boom-Barmdev-Nepal Elephant Coridors.

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read
with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby
notifies an area with an extent varying from 0.205 kilometres to 14.99 kilometres around the boundary of
Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary in the State of Uttarakhand as the Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive
Zone (herein after referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1) The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone varies from
0.205 kilometres to 14.99 kilometres around the Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary. The area of the Eco-Sensitive
Zone is 586.27518 square kilometers.

(2) The map of the Protected Area demarcating the Eco-sensitive Zone boundary is at Annexure I and the list
of geo co-ordinates of the boundary of the Protected Area and the Eco-Sensitive Zone is at Annexure I (A)
and (B) respectively.

(3) The boundary of Eco-sensitive zone of Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary lies between the North latitudes
28%56°29.35"" to 29°16°39.79> and between East longitudes 79°33°3.82”" to 80°10°0.03"". The boundary
description of the Eco Sensitive Zone is appended at Annexure II.

(4) The list of five villages falling within the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at
prominent points is appended as Annexure III.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of
the Eco-sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan, within a period of two years from the date of
publication of final notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the
stipulations given in this notification for approval of Competent Authority in the State Government.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and
the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following State Departments, for
integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:
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(i)  Environment,

(i1))  Forest and Wildlife,

(iii) Agriculture and Horticulture,
(iv) Revenue,

(v)  Urban Development,

(vi) Tourism including eco-tourism,
(vii) Rural Development,

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control,
(ix) Municipal and Urban Development,
(x) Panchayati Raj, and

(xi) Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure
and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of
all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded and degraded areas, conservation of
existing water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management,
soil and moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and
environment that need attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and like places,
horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies and also with supporting maps. The Plan shall be
supported by Maps giving details of existing and proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited,
regulated activities listed in Table and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development for livelihood
security of local communities.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for
carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.-The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Landuse.- The State Government shall take the following measures for giving effect to the provisions of
this notification, namely:-

(a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for recreational purposes
in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for major commercial or major
residential complex or industrial activities.

(b) Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other than that specified at
part (a), within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act
and other rules and regulations of Central/State Government as applicable and vide provisions of this
Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents such as:

Widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
Construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;
Small scale industries not causing pollution;

Cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities supporting eco-
tourism including home stay; and
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(v)  Promoted activities and given under para 4.

(c) Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development
activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and
other rules and regulations of State Government and without compliance of the provisions of article 244
of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and other
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

(d) Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be corrected
by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case and the
correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change:

(e) Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(f) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and
habitat and biodiversity restoration activities.

(2) Natural Springs.- The catchment areas of all natural springs/rivers/ channels shall be identified and plans
for their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

(3) Tourism/Eco-Tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities
within the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by Department of Tourism in consultation with State
Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.
(d) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) No new construction of hotels and resorts shall be allowed within 1 km from the boundary of the Wildlife
Sanctuary or upto the extent of the ESZ whichever is nearer. However, beyond the distance of 1 km from
the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new
hotels and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for Eco-tourism facilities as
per Tourism Master Plan.

(i1) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall
be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as
amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism;

(iii)  Until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny
and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel /resort or commercial establishment
construction is permitted within ESZ area.

(4) Natural Heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a
part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be indentified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and heritage conservation
plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government or Uttarakhand State Pollution
Control Board shall implement the regulations for control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in
accordance with the provisions stipulated of The Noise Pollution (Regulation And Control) Rules, 2000 under
the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986.

(7) Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be complied with in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and
rules made thereunder and amendments thereto.
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(8) Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with
the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the
Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 and rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government
whichever is more stringent.

(9) Solid wastes. - Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the
Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 and published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forests and Climate Change vide notification number S.O. 1357 (E), dated 8th April, 2016 as
amended from time to time; the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at
site identified outside the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing rules
and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste.- Bio medical waste management shall be as under:

(a) The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the Bio-
Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number GSR 343 (E), dated the 28th March, 2016
as amended from time to time.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Bio-medical wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic Waste Management.- The Plastic Waste Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried
out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India
in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the
18th March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and Demolition Waste Management.- The Construction and Demolition Waste
Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and
Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29th March,
2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste.- The E- Waste Management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions
of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change and as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic. - The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal
Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring
Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and
regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular Pollution.- Prevention and control of Vehicular Pollution shall be complied with in
accordance with applicable laws. Efforts to be made for use of cleaner fuel for example CNG, LPG, etc.

(16) Industrial Units.- (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new
polluting industries shall be allowed to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(i) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within ESZ as per classification of Industries in the
Guidelines issued by Central Pollution Control Board in February 2016, unless so specified in this
notification. In addition, non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of Hill Slopes: The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:
(a) The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted.

(b) No construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall be
permitted.
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(18) The Central Government and the State Government shall specify other additional measures, if it
considers necessary, in giving effect to the provisions of this notification.

Zone.- All activities in the Eco sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) and the rules made there under including the Coastal Regulation Zone
(CRZ), 2011 and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Notification, 2006 and other applicable laws
including the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of 1980), the Indian Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927), the
Wildlife (Protection) Act 1972 (53 of 1972), and amendments made thereto and be regulated in the manner
specified in the Table below, namely:-

(a) All new and existing (minor and major minerals),
stone quarrying and crushing units are prohibited with
immediate effect except for meeting the domestic
needs of bona fide local residents including digging of
earth for construction or repair of houses and for
manufacture of country tiles or bricks for housing and
for other activities.

Monitoring Committee, for effective monitoring of the Eco Sensitive Zone, which shall comprise of, namely:-

(i) Concerned Divisional Commissioner-

(i1) One representative of Department of environment, Government of Uttarakhand-

(iii) One representative of Department of Urban Development, Government of Uttarakhand- Member;
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(iv) One representative of non-Governmental Organisation (working in the field of environment including

heritage conservation) to be nominated by the State Government- —Member;

(v) Regional Officer, Uttarakhand State Pollution Control Board- —Member;

(vi) An expert in Ecology and environment to be nominated by the State Government- —Member;
(vii) An expert in Biodiversity to be nominated by the State Government —Member;
(viii) Director, Nandhour Wildlife Sanctuary —Member
Secretary.

6.Terms of Reference.-
(1) The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions of this Notification.

(2) The tenure of the Monitoring committee shall be for three years or till the re-constitution of the new
Committee by the State Government and subsequently the Monitoring Committee would be constituted by
the State Government.

(3) The Monitoring Committee shall not allow the activities that are covered in the Schedule to the
notifications of the Government of India in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests namely
Environmental Impact Assessment, 2006 vide S.O. 1533 (E), dated the 14th September, 2006, and Coastal
Regulation Zone, 2011 vide S.O. No. 19(E) dated 6hJ anuary, 2011 and subsequent amendments therein, and
are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, including the prohibited activities as specified in the Table under
paragraph 4 thereof. Only white categories of industries shall be considered as specified in the guidelines
issued by the CPCB for “classification of Industries, 2016”.

(4) The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the
erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 140 September, 2006 and
S.0. 19 (E) dated 6™ January, 2011 and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited
activities as specified in the Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring
Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the concerned Regulatory Authorities.

(5) The Member Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Commissioner shall be competent
to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) against any
person who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

(6) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from Industry Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending
on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on 31* March
of every year by 30" June of that year to the Chief Wild Life Warden of the State under intimation to this
Ministry as per proforma appended at Annexure I'V.

(8) The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

7. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving effect
to provisions of this notification.

8. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any, passed, or to be passed, by the
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India or the High Court or National Green Tribunal.
