Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Valley of Flowers National Park isusited in District Chamoli in the state of Uttaraktia
State on upper side of river Pushpawati and cameeexistenceride Uttar Pradesh Government Order no. 4278/14-3-
66/80 dated B September 1982 and has an area of about 87.5 skjlametres. The main objective of forming Valley
of Flowers National Park is to protect and conseradous species of flora and fauna. Valley of Féesvhas been
declared as World Heritage Site in the year 2005;

AND WHEREAS, Valley of Flowers National Park is reasure land of exquisite floral and faunal divtgrsi
with myriads of alluring flowersand theflora of W&y of Flowers National Park encompasses over 53#ties of
flowering plants and more than 500 non vasculantpléypical of Western Himalayas of which about 3p@cies bear
beautiful flowers that bloom in natural way in thiglley from May to October. Primul@(imula denticulatgis one of
the most beautiful flowering species besides Brdtameal Saussureaobvallajaand many others. Majority of these are
medicinal plants.

AND WHEREAS, Valley of Flowers National Park is arevolent gift of nature housing not only the flora
diversity but also the faunal diversity. A total I8 species of wild mammals have been within thdx Bad its vicinity.
Some of them are Himalayan Black Be&elgnarctosthibetanysHimalayan Tahr Hemitragusjemlahicys Snow
Leopard Pantherauncih and Common LeopardPéntherapardus Musk Deer Koschuschysogasier Serow
(Capricornissumatraensjs Blue Sheep Kseudoisnayaly Himalayan Brown Bear. The Valley is also rich time
diversity of avifauna. Due to all these reasondéyabf Flowers has always been centre of attradtiomature lovers,
botanists, and scientists. In order to maintainglloey of valley it has been declared as NatioraakRn the year 1982;

AND WHEREAS, this Valley lies across the main vg#leof Alaknanda and Dhauli Ganga in the Gharwal
Himalayas of State of Uttarakhand State and Vatieylowers is the second core zone of Nanda Deusf#here
reserve. The park is nestled among the snow clewinéts, viz, Nilgiri Parvat (6407 meter), Gauri Parvat, (6708 meter),
Ratban (5400 meter), Saptasring (5025 meter) amdkKal (5855 meter) and is surrounded by Ghangarihyundhar
valley in the south.

AND WHEREAS, the closed vicinity of the NationalrRao human habitation, tourism activities durirggra
season to Hemkund Sahib and Valley of Flowers ataine National Park, necessitate the requiremernproper
safeguards and control over such activities in viétong term wildlife conservation;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptotiee area to the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification, anduhe protected area of the Valley of Flowers dial Parkas Eco-
sensitive Zone from ecological and environmentahipof view and to prohibit industries or classimdustries and their
operations and processes in the said Eco-senZitine;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confelrgdub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv3udd-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of En@ironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986adewith sub-rule
(3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Ryl&986, the Central Government hereby notifiesraa & an extent
varying from zero to 4.3%ilometrefrom the boundary of the Valley of Flow&ational Park in the State of Uttrakhand
as the Valley of Flowers National Pafkco-sensitive Zone (hereinafter referred to asBte-sensitive Zone) details of
which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.{%) The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone is spread avearea
of 46.0 square kilometres with an extent varyingnfrzero to 4.35 kilometre in south, south-eastttsaest of the
Valley of Flowers National Park. No Eco-sensitiveng is proposed in north, north-east and north-vresh the
boundary of the Valley of Flowers National Park.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.{2) The State Government shall, for the purposh@fEco-

sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan,invith period of one year from the date of publicatiaf final
notification in the Official Gazette, in consultai with local people and adhering to the stiputaiagiven in this
notification.

(2) The said Plan shall be approved by the Compdtethority in the State Government.

3) The said Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shallprepared by the State Government in such maasés
specified in this notification and also in consotenvith the Central and State laws and the guidslissued by the
Central Government, if any.

4) The said Plan shall be prepared in consultatiibin all concerned State Departments, namely:-
0] Environment;
(ii) Forest;

(i) Urban Development;

(iv) Tourism;

v) Municipal,

(vi) Revenue;

(vii) Agriculture; and

(viii) Uttarakhand Environment Protection and Pollutiom@a Board,
for integrating environmental and ecological coesadions into it.

(5) The said Plan shall not impose any restricbanthe approved existing land use, infrastrucamé activities,
unless so specified in this notification and then@oMaster Plan shall factor in improvement ofiaftastructure and
activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(6) The said plan shall provide for restoratiordehuded areas, conservation of existing water Bpdianagement
of catchment areas, watershed management, grouedwanagement, soil and moisture conservation,sneétbcal
community and such other aspects of the ecologyeamtionment that need attention.

(7) The said Plan shall demarcate all the exigtiages of worship, village and urban settlememnses and kinds
of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, greeea, such as, parks and like places, horti@ilareas, orchards, lakes
and other water bodies.

(8) The said Plan shall regulate development in-&tsitive Zone so as to ensure Eco-friendly dereént and
livelihood security of local communities.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government. Fhe State Governments shall take the following messsfor
giving effect to the provisions of this notificationamely:-

(ii) Eco-friendly cottages for temporary occupatiof tourists, such as tents, wooden houses, forfEendly
tourism activities;
