NATIONAL  ENVIRONMENT AWARENESS CAMPAIGN 2014-15
1.
The Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change invities proposals for its National Environment Awareness Campaign (NEAC) for the year 2014-15. The theme is “Combating Desertification, Land Degradation and Drought”.  Two sub-themes under the theme Combating Desertification, Land Degradation and Drought have been identified for conducting the campaign. Sub-themes details are available on Ministry’s website. The awareness and actions  taken up under NEAC will contribute towards building the aspirational  goal of making India Land degradation neutral by 2030.
2. Ministry of Environment,Forests & Climate Change in collaboration with Department of Science and Technology has taken intiative to create mass awareness on the environmental issues  by using an interactive mobile exhibition, mounted on 16 coach AC train, “Science Express: Bio-diversity Special” (SEBS). Among the 16 coaches, SEBS hosts a unique coach (Coach No.6) which contains the information about the theme  “Indian Desert and the Semi Arid Zone” which  is related to our approved theme of NEAC 2014-2015 i.e.  “Combating Desertification, Land Degradation and Drought” . Taken up in collaboration with the Ministry of Science and Technology, the initiative is meant to engage 2 million people directly (and about 10 million indirectly), during the train journey across the country. This year Science Express: Bio-diversity Special is to be flagged off on 28th  July, 2014.  There would be opportunity for the NEAC stakeholders  to take advantage of Science Express: Biodiversity Special in terms of sensitizing themeseleves on the presend theme of DLDD as well on various environmental issues. Proposals are invited from the registred NGO’s voluntary organisations, educational institutions, State Government Departments, registred professional bodies etc., working in the field of environment and sustainable development for conducting various activities such as Workshops, Camps/Padyatras/Rallies,Competitions, Festivals/Street Theatre/Science Fairs and for preparation of educational resource material for creating mass awareness on the identified theme/ sub-themes. The proposal must also include an action oriented component, which would contribute to conservation, sustainable use and equitable sharing of benefits.

The guidelines and proforma for submission of proposals can be obtained free of cost from the designated Regional Resource Agency (RRAs) for your State/UT, either in person or by post, or it can be downloaded from Ministry’s website. The requisite details of the Regional  Resource Agencies alongwith their jurisdiction are available on the Ministry’s Website http://envfor.nic.in

The last date for submitting the complete proposals to the concerned Regional Resource Agency is Wednesday, 20th August, 2014. Proposals received after the last date will not be entertained. It may be noted that the decision regarding approval/ rejection of proposals including the quantum of financial assistance to be provided will be taken by the Ministry and not by the RRAs. 
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
