2638(E).-WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in tGazette of India, Extraordinaryjde
notification of the Government of the India in thBnistry of Environment, Forest and Climate Chamgenber S.O.
1382(E), dated the %2May, 2015, inviting objections and suggestionarfrall persons likely to be affected thereby
within the period of sixty days from date on whichpies of the Gazette containing the said notificatvere made
available to the public;

And whereas, objections and suggastreceived from all persons and stakeholdergspanse to the draft
notification have been duly considered by the Géi@iovernment;

WHEREAS, Abohar Wildlife Sanctuary is a unique exdenof a community conserved area situated at a
distance of 8 kilometres from Abohar city, Ferozemistrict in the State of Punjab and bordering &Rtjan. The
sanctuary having an area of 186.5 square kilometrgsread over 13 Bishnoi villages.

AND WHEREAS, the protected area as per the forkststfication of Champion and Seth fall under add
semi-arid type and the main tree species sucklbigiatortilis, A.lebbeck, Azadirachataindica, Dalbergiasissoo,
Meliaazedarach, Prosopis cineraria andP. juliflora;

AND WHEREAS, the area is known to support more tB8A0 Black Bucks that roam freely over the land of
sanctuary area besides Blue bulls are also present;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptotke area, the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of the Abohar WildlifeSanctuss Eco-sensitive
Zone from ecological and environmental point ofwiand to prohibit industries or class of industreasd their
operations and processes in the said Eco-senZibine;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confelrgdub-section (1) and clause (v) and clause @dv)
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section thefEnvironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1p&8ad with sub-
rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protectidriiles, 1986, the Central Government hereby notdiesarea to an
extent upto100 metres around the boundary of the AbWWldlife Sanctuaryin the State of Punjabtlae Abohar
Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hereinafeferred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone), detailwlith are as under,
namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zongl) The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone is upto 10®@ensefrom
the boundary of the Abohar Wildlife Sanctuary coisipg an area of 852.82 hectares. The co-ordinatesbohar
Wildlife Sanctuary is appended Aanexure-I.

(2) The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary toget¥idr its latitudes and longitudes of extremes amtent is
appended a&nnexure Il.

) The Eco-sensitive Zone is bounded by 29°582'N2atitude and 74°25'59.65"E longitude towardstesouth
(point No. D of Annexure II); 30°2'2.54"N latitude and 74°18:354"E longitude towards west (point No. F of
Annexure 11); 30°7'45.471"N latitude and 74°16'433E longitude towards north (point No. A of AnneruH) and
29°56'59.806"N latitude and 74°22'25.863"E longiéudwards south (point No. E of Annexure II).

4) The list of the villages falling within the Es@nsitive Zone alongwith longitudes and latitudeprominent
points is appended @sinexure lIl.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zong1) The State Government shall, for the purposthefEco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan,invith period of two years from the date of publicatiof this
notification in the Official Gazette, in consul@ti with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan shall be approved byctimapetent authority in the State Government.

(i) Environment,

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for redioraof denuded areas, conservation of existingewhbdies,
management of catchment areas, watershed managegneahdwater management, soil and moisture coateny
needs of local community and such other aspedtseoécology and environment that need attention.

@) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all thstiag worshipping places, village and urban settnts, types
and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertdads, green area, such as, parks and like placecuitural areas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develognmianEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure eco-friendl
development and livelihood security of local comiities.

3. Measures to be taken by State Governmenithe State Government shall take the following messsdor

Provided also that any error appearing in the lawbrds within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be extad by
the State Government, after obtaining the viewthefMonitoring Committee, once in each case andctueection of
said error shall be intimated to the Central Gorrent in the Ministry of Environment, Forest andn@lte Change:

Provided also that the above correction of errallshot include change of land use in any case pxas
provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequemiction in green area, such as forest area gcutural
area and efforts shall be made to reforest theathas unproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural springs.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shaltlbgetified and plans for their conservation and
rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal tdaRlan and guidelines shall be drawn up by tla¢eSBovernment in
such a manner as to prohibit development activittes near these areas which are detrimentaldo areas.
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(3) Tourism.-(a) The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-s#ive Zone shall be as per Tourism Master Plan,
which shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared leyDepartment of Tourism, Government of Punjab inscdtation
with Department of Revenue and Forests, Governwightinjab.

(c) The activity of tourism shall be regulated asler, namely:-

() all new tourism activities or expansion of dikig tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive ri&o shall be in
accordance with the eco-tourism guidelines issugdth® National Tiger Conservation Authority, Mimigst of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change (as amefidedtime to time) with emphasis on eco-tourismp-education
and eco-development and based on carrying capstaity of the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall be permitted within the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(iii) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, de@ment for tourism and expansion of existing temriactivities
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatoryaitts based on the actual site specific scrusing recommendation
of the Monitoring Committee.

(4) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the EBmmsitive Zone, such as the gene pool reserve
areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gargesves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, ,exball be identified and
preserved and plan shall be drawn up for their gmtain and conservation, within six months from thete of
publication of this notification and such plan $tiatm part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and pre&ioichistorical, architectural, aesthetic,
and cultural significance shall be identified ire tBco-sensitive Zone and plans for their consesmaghall be prepared
within six months from the date of publication bist notification and incorporated in the Zonal Maid®lan.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governraball draw up guidelines and regulations for
the control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensit&ene in accordance with the provisions of the @®revention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981(14 of 1981)and the rules made thereunder.

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governmaball draw up guidelines and regulations for
the control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitiv@ri& in accordance with the provisions of the Airefféntion and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1988nd the rules made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.-The discharge of treated effluents in the Eco-$imesrzone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the Water (Prevention and ContrdPoflution) Act, 1974(6 of 1974)and the rules made thereunder.

(9) Solid wastes. -Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(i) the solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zatmall be carried out as per the provisions of tlidSWaste
Management Rules, 2016 published by the Governmkindia in the Ministry of Environment, Forest a@imate
Changevide notification number S.O. 1357(E), dated tHeA®ril, 2016, as amended from time to time;

(ii) the local authorities shall draw up plans fbe segregation of solid wastes into biodegradabtenon-biodegradable
components;

(iii) the biodegradable material shall be recyqgbeeferably through composting or vermiculture;

(iv) the inorganic material may be disposed in avimnmentally acceptable manner at site(s) idextibutside the Eco-
sensitive Zone and no burning or incineration didsevastes shall be permitted in the Eco-sensifivae.

(10) Bio-medical waste.-The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensifleae shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste Management RuB916 published by the Government of India inNtieistry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Changee notification number G.S.R 343(E), dated thé"28arch, 2016, as
amended from time to time.

(11) Vehicular traffic . - The vehicular movement of traffic shall be rieged in a habitat friendly manner and specific
provisions in this regard shall be incorporatedh@ Zonal Master Plan and till such time as thealdwaster Plan is
prepared and approved by the Ministry of Environthé&worest and Climate Change, the Monitoring Conguitshall
monitor compliance of vehicular movement underrievant Acts and the rules and regulations magletinder.
