AND WHEREAS, the copies of the Gazette containing the draft notification were made available to
the public on the 10™ December, 2015;

AND WHEREAS, objections and suggestions received from persons and stakeholders in response to
the draft notification were duly considered,;

AND WHEREAS, the Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary, located in the Bargarh district of Odisha, forms
an important site for in-situ conservation of wildlife and the said Sanctuary covers an area of 353.81 square
kilometres and is located between 21.28” 30°’ and 21.43” 30’° North latitudes and between 83.30° and
83.46°30°’ East longitudes;

AND WHEREAS, the aforesaid Sanctuary is home to an immense array of biodiversity, over 40
species of mammals, 234 species of birds, 41 species of reptiles, 12 species of amphibians, 42 species of fishes,
39 species of odonates, 85 species of butterflies and 38 species of spiders and the said Wildlife Sanctuary is
extremely important in the national context because of significant population of Schedule-l species like
Leopard (Panthera pardus), Indian Gaur (Bos gaurus), and Four-horned Antelope (Tetracerus quadricornis);

AND WHEREAS, the said sanctuary is fringed on the east and north by the huge man-made water
body of Hirakud reservoir, thus forming one of the selected few sanctuaries in the state supporting both
terrestrial and aquatic biodiversity and this further attracts a significant number of migratory waterfowls during
the winter season; the said Wildlife Sanctuary is home to over 250 plant species, many of which possess ethno-
botanical and medicinal values;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of
which are specified in paragraph 1 of this notification, around the protected area of the Debrigarh Wildlife
Sanctuary as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and environmental point of view and to prohibit industries or
class of industries and their operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause
(xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of
1986), read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government
hereby notifies an area to an extent varying from 2 to 5 kilometres from the Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary in
the State of Odisha as the Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hereinafter referred to as the Eco-
sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1)The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone varies from 2
kilometres to 5 kilometres from the boundary of the Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary and the area of the Eco-
Sensitive Zone is 519.67 square kilometres.

(2) The map of Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary demarcating the Eco-sensitive Zone boundary along with the geo
co-ordinates are appended as Annexure | and 1(A).

(3) The list of villages falling within the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at prominent
points is appended as Annexure Il.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of the
Eco-sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan, within a period of two years from the date of publication of
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this notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given
in this notification.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan shall be approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and
the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with all concerned State Departments, for
integrating environmental and ecological considerations into it, namely:-

i. Environment;
il Forest;
iil. Urban Development;
iv. Tourism;
V. Municipal,
Vi. Revenue;
vii.  Agriculture; and
viii.  Odisha State Pollution Control Board.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure
and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of
all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,
management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, tribal areas, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green areas such as parks and like
places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes, wetlands and other water bodies with supporting maps and the Plan
shall be supported by maps giving details of existing and proposed land use features.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and shall follow prohibited,
regulated and promoted activities specified in this notification so as to ensure Eco-friendly development for
livelihood security of local communities.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan shall be a reference document for the Monitoring Committee for carrying out its
functions with respect to the provisions given in this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.-The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Landuse.- Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for recreational
purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or industrial
related development activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural lands within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the
recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the State Government, to meet
the residential needs of local residents, and for the activities listed in column (2) of the Table in paragraph 4,
namely:-

(i) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(ii) eco-friendly cottages for temporary occupation of tourists, such as tents, wooden houses, for Eco-friendly
tourism activities;

(iii) rainwater harvesting; and

(iv) cottage industries including village artisans:
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Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development
activities without the prior approval of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of
article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and other
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of the Monitoring Committee, once in each case
and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except
as provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequential reduction in green area, such as forest area and
agricultural area and efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural springs.- The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the catchment management
plan shall be drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit or restrict development
activities within the catchment areas.

(3) Tourism.-(a)The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per Tourism Master
Plan, which shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the Department of Tourism, Government of Odisha in
consultation with Department of Revenue and Forests, Government of Odisha.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.
(d) The activities relating to tourism shall be regulated as under, namely.-

(i) no new construction of hotels and resorts shall be allowed within one kilometre from the boundary of the
Debrigarh Wildlife Sanctuary or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is nearer:

Provided that, beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent
of the Eco-Sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts may be permitted only in pre-defined
and designated areas for eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;

(ii) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as
amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism;

(iii) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny
and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee.

(4) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and preserved and plan shall be drawn up for their protection and conservation, within six months
from the date of publication of this notification and such plan shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and plans for their conservation
shall be prepared within six months from the date of publication of this notification and incorporated in the
Zonal Master Plan.
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(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government or Odisha State Pollution Control
Board shall implement the control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the
provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation And Control) Rules, 2000 under the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986.

(7) Air pollution.- Regulation for the control of air pollution in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be in accordance
with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and rules made
thereunder shall be complied with.

(8) Discharge of effluents.- The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with
the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under
Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 and the rules made there under.

(9) Solid wastes. - Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(i) the solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Solid Waste
Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change vide notification number S.0. 1357 (E), dated the 8" April, 2016 as amended from time to
time;

(ii) the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at site identified outside the
Eco-sensitive Zone;

(iii) no burning or incineration of solid wastes and establishment of landfills shall be permitted in the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste.- The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per
the provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R 343 (E), dated the
28™ March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(i) No common treatment facility or incineration shall be permitted within the Eco Sensitive Zone.

(i) Individual hospitals or private health centres already existing within the Eco Sensitive Zone shall provide
adequate waste treatment system to avoid adverse impact on the Protected Area.

(11) Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out
as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide natification number G.S.R 340 (E), dated the
18th March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and demolition waste management.- The construction and demolition waste management
in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and Demolition Waste
Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R 317(E), dated the 29th March, 2016, as amended from time to
time.

(13) E-waste.- The e-waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of
the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change and as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic.- The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal
Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring
Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and
regulations made thereunder.
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(15) The Central Government and the State Government shall specify other measures, if it considers necessary,
in giving effect to the provisions of this notification.

Terms of reference:

(1) The tenure of the Monitoring Committee shall be for a period of three years from the date of issue of
publication of this notification Official Gazette.

(2) The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions of this notification.

(3) The Monitoring Committee shall not allow the activities that are covered in the Schedule to the
notifications of the Government of India in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests namely
Environmental Impact Assessment, 2006 vide S.O. 1533 (E), dated the 14th September, 2006, and Coastal
Regulation Zone, 2011 vide S.0. No. 19(E) dated 6™ January, 2011 and subsequent amendments therein, and
are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, including the prohibited activities as specified in the Table under
paragraph 4 thereof. Only white categories of industries shall be considered as specified in the guidelines
issued by the CPCB for “classification of Industries, 2016”.

(4) The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the
erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.0. 1533(E), dated the 14™ September, 2006 and
S.0. 19 (E) dated 6" January, 2011 and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited
activities as specified in the Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring
Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the concerned Regulatory Authorities.

(5) The Member Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Commissioner shall be competent
to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) against any person
who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

(6) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from Industry Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending
on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on 31% March of
every year by 30" June of that year to the Chief Wild Life Warden of the State as per proforma appended at
Annexure 1.

(8) The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

6. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving effect to
provisions of this notification.

7. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any, passed, or to be passed, by the
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India or the High Court or the National Green Tribunal.
