WHEREAS, Nalsarovar Bird Sanctuary is located in Ahmedadwad Surendranagar districts of Gujarat and
is spread over an area of 120.82 square kilometer;

AND WHEREAS, the sanctuary is one of the largest natural wdlan the country the extent of which
varies depending upon the rainfall and which hasimam depth of about 1.5.—2.0 meters when flooded,
AND WHEREAS, the sanctuary receives water mainly from two swdez. Brahmini and Bhogavo and also
receives rain water from a catchment area spread 3800 square kilometers comprising of Kalol Talwak
Gandhinagar district, Kadi Taluka of Mehsana distrand Sanand, Viramgam and BavlaTaluka of
Ahmedabad district and Lakhtar and Limdi Taluk&afendranagar district;
