Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Yordi Rabe Supse Wildlife Sanctuamaked in West Siang District in the State of Arurac
Pradesh is part of Eastern Himalaya Biodiversitysgot encompassing about 397 sq kms. The broadtftyee of the
area are tropical and semi evergreen, sub-tropicald leaved forest and sub temperate broad- |cfavest.

AND WHEREAS, the flora and fauna represent rich biologicahsigance of this Sanctuary.

AND WHEREAS, the major tree species includes Terminalia myipa, Altingia excelsa, Amoora wallichii,
Ailanthus grandis, Cinnamomum Spp. Magnolia spanatium resiniferum, Terminalia bellerica, T. cheblBambax
ceiba, Sterculia villosa, Castanopsis indicam, Bi$ia javanica, Albizzia lucida, Syzygium cuminNesua ferrea,
Dillenia indica, Kydia calycina, Phoebe goalparensirtocarpus chaplasa. Important Bamboo specietuda
Dendrocalamus hamiltonii, Bambusa pallid, Pseudobrum polymorphum. Cane species include Calanoubdindus,
C. flagellum. Palm species include toko Palm (ltmisa jenkensii). The area is reported to have gapeties richness,
floral and faunal diversity, while animal censugés to be carried out inside the sanctuary area.

AND WHEREAS, these forests are equally rich with varied anififal Some of the major mammal species
include Elephus maximus, Panther tigris, Panthenalys, Neofelis nebulosa, Ursus thibetanus, Maeasamensis,
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Trachypithecus pileatus, Cervus unicolor, Muntiaoumtjak, Naemorhedus goral, N. sunmatraensis,s8uga, Cuon
alpines etc. The bird fauna largely comprise of-blars, Eagles, Flycatchers, Junglefowl, Kingish
Laughingthrushs, Minvits, Nighters, Nuthatchs etw ahe herpetofauna broadly comprise of frogs asfoBsp.,
Duttaphrynus sp., Hyla sp., Megophyrus sp., etd r@ptiles as Lizards- Calotes sp., Japalura spmitactylus sp.,
Varanus sp.

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the #resextent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of Yordi Rabe Supse Wildldacuary as Eco-
sensitive Zone from ecological, environmental amodiversity point of view and to prohibit industsieor class of
industries and their operations and process itk Eco-sensitive Zone.

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confetsgdsub-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of-sub
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 offEhgironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 198&devith sub-rule (3)
of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rule988, the Central Government hereby notifiesraa avith an extent
upto 500 metre around the boundary of Yordi Rabgs8WwVildlife Sanctuary in the State of Arunachad#sh as the
Yordi Rabe Supse Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitien& (herein after referred to as the Eco-sensiiwee) details of
which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.£%) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be of 27 square kitoese
with an extent upto 1 kilometre (North-West) &@D meter (South-West) around the protected ardalere
is no village inside the Eco-sensitive Zone. TheSGPb-ordinate®f points along the boundary of Yordi Rabe
Supse Wildlife are given at Annexure-I.

(2) The map of the Eco-sensitive Zone along withrigtary details and latitudes and longitudes is appée as
Annexure-lI.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.{%) The State Government shall, for the purpost@fEco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan,invith period of two years from the date of publioatiof final
notification in the Official Gazette, in consul@ti with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification.
