WHEREAS,Sandi Bird Sanctuary is located in district Hardoi, Uttar Pradesh, aowg an area of 3.085
square kilometres. It is known for its open habithlarge number and variety of indigenous birdarge
number of migratory birds forms Tibet, China, Eweagnd Siberia migrate here during winter. Apartrfro
birds, variety of biodiversity is conserved hereichhincludes fish, reptiles, Amphibians, Mollusédage,
Ferns and many other micro organism.

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve aratqmt the area, the extent and boundaries of wdnieh
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of Sandi Bird Sanctuary assEaositive
Zone from ecological and environmental point ofwiand to prohibit industries or class of industréasl
their operations and processes in the said Ecdtisengone;

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferrgdsibb-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 ofEhgironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 198&devith
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Proten)i Rules, 1986, the Central Government herebijfies

an area to an extent up to one kilo meter arohadbundary of Sandi Bird Sanctuary in the Statettar
Pradesh as the Sandi Bird Sanctuary Eco-senditwe (herein after referred to as the Eco-sensiivee)
details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone(1) The said Eco-sensitive Zone is the area extent of
which is up to one kilometer around the boundarthefSandi Bird Sanctuary situated in the Hardoi district
(between 2717'25.29” N and 220'11.76” N Latitude and between °39'9.20" E and 7%9'44.38"E
Longitude) of Uttar Pradesh.

(2) The list of eight villages along with latitudasd longitudes is appended as Annexure-l.

3) The map of the Eco-sensitive Zone along with boondbetails and latitudes and longitudes is
appended as Annexute
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2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone(l) The State Government shall, for the purposthef
Eco-sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Rl#hin a period of two years from the date of poation of
final notification in the Official Gazette, in camgation with local people and adhering to the dtions
given in this notification.

(2) The said Plan shall be approved by the compeighority in the State Government.

3) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitivee&Zehall be prepared by the State Government in such
a manner as is specified in this notification ate ah consonance with the relevant Central anteS&avs
and the guidelines issued by the Central Governnifeanty.

4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared insgthation with all concerned State Departments,
namely:-

(i) Environment;

(ii) Forest;

(i) Urban Development;

(iv) Tourism;

(v) Municipal,

(vi) Revenue;

(vii) Agriculture;

(vii) Uttar Pradesh State Pollution Control Board;

(ix) Irrigation; and

(x) Public Works Department,

for integrating environmental and ecological coasadions into it.

(5) The Master Plan shall not impose any restictin the approved existing land use, infrastnecénd
activities, unless so specified in this notificatiand the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improgat of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficiantl eco-friendly.

(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restioraof denuded areas, conservation of existingewat
bodies, management of catchment areas, watersheaberaent, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and suclkrofispects of the ecology and environment thatseed
attention.

) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all tkistiag worshipping places, village and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, tribahsragricultural areas, fertile lands, green aeeh as, parks
and like places, horticultural areas, orchardsdand other water bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develogriteEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure Eco-friend!
development for livelihood security of local comritigs.

3. Measures to be taken by State Governmenfhe State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions o$ thotification, namely:-

(1) Land use.-Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areagkgpand open spaces earmarked for recreational
purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not bel wseconverted into areas for commercial or indailstr
related development activities:

(@) Eco-friendly cottages for temporary occupatidiourists, such as tents, wooden houses, at€do-
friendly tourism activities,
(b) Widening and strengthening of existing roads.

(d) Rainwater harvesting, and
(e) Cottage industries including village industrieonvenience stores and local amenities:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approvéltlee State Government and without compliance ef th
provisions of article 244 of the constitution oettaw for the time being in force, including theh8duled
Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Rextign of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):
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Provided also that any error appearing in the lewbrds within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaitheg/iews of Monitoring Committee, once in eachecasd
the correction of said error shall be intimatedhe Central Government in the Ministry of Enviromme
Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of erratlstot include change of land use in any casepxce
as provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequemdiction in green area, such as forest area and
agricultural area and efforts shall be made toresfithe unused or unproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural springs.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shaiiéetified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporatethe Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall
drawn up by the State Government in such a marmeo @rohibit development activities at or nearsthe
areas which are detrimental to such areas.

(3) Tourism.- (a) The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-séive Zone shall be as per Tourism
Master Plan, which shall form part of the Zonal ka$lan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared hyatenent of Tourism, in consultation with Departineh
Forest and Environment of the State Government.

(c) The activity of tourism shall be regulateduasler, namely:-

® all new tourism activities or expansion of gtkig tourism activities within the Eco-sensitiverie
shall be in accordance with the guidelines issuethb Central Government in the Ministry of Envinoent,
Forests and Climate Change and the eco-tourismeljues issued by the National Tiger Conservation
Authority, (as amended from time to time) with erapls on eco-tourism, eco-education and eco-devaopm
and based on carrying capacity study of the Ecsites Zone;

(4) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eemsitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, spriggsges, groves, caves, points, walks, ridedschtc. shall
be identified and preserved and plan shall be drawrfor their protection and conservation, withir s
months from the date of publication of final natétion and such plan shall form part of the Zonalsidr
Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.Buildings, structures, arte facts, areas and pececiof historical, architectural,

aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be inified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and plans for tthei
conservation shall be prepared within six monttmnfrthe date of publication of final notification can

incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governroenittar Pradesh State Pollution
Control Board shall draw up guidelines and regatatifor the control of noise pollution in the E@nsitive
Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Arevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981(1# o
1981) and the rules made thereunder.

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governmentttar Pradesh State Pollution
Control Board shall draw up guidelines and regatatifor the control of air pollution in the Eco-séive
Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Arevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (G#
1981) and the rules made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.-The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitd&eane shall be in
accordance with the provisions of the Water (Pregarand Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 193ad
the rules made thereunder.
