(8) Discharge of effluents.-The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensifisae shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the Water (Prevention and ContrdPoflution) Act, 1974 (6 of 1974) and the rules méuzreunder.

(9) Solid wastes. -Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under. —

(i) the solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zshall be carried out as per the provisions of thanidipal Solid Waste
(Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 publishedthi®y Government of India in the erstwhile Ministry o
Environment and Forestéde notification number S.0. 908 (E), dated th& Eeptember, 2000 as amended from time
to time;

(ii) the local authorities shall draw up plans fioe segregation of solid wastes into biodegradabtenon-biodegradable
components;

(iii) the biodegradable material shall be recyqgbeeferably through composting or vermiculture;

(10) Bio-medical waste.The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensifleaee shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste (Management Hiathdling) Rules, 1998 published by the Governneémindia in
the erstwhile Ministry of Environment, Forests ablimate Changeide Notification number S.O. 630(E), dated the
20th July, 1998 as amended from time to time.
