Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary (WLS) is spread over an area of 60 sq. km and situated 7 km to
the south of the Ngopa village under the Ngopa Sub-Division in Champhai RD Block/Taluka/Tehsil of
Champhai District in the State of Mizoram;

AND WHEREAS, the Lengteng WLS was declared by the State Government of Mizoram
considering its ecological, floral, faunal and natural significance, and its need for the protection, propagation

and development of wildlife and its environment under the provisions of Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 vide
Notification No.B.12012/15/94-FST dated 31°" May, 2002;
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AND WHEREAS, the Lengteng WLS is rich in biodiversity, the vegetation found here belongs to
Forest type 8B/C2-Khasi Sub-Tropical Wet Hill Forests and type 9/C2-Assam Sub-Tropical Pine Forests, and
provides shelter and protection to rare and endangered species e.g. Clouded leopard, Hoolock gibbon, etc.
listed in the Red Data Book of ITUCN, CITES and Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972. It is also one of the
Important Bird Areas (IBA) in India and species like Mrs. Hume’s Bar-tailed Pheasant, declared as State Bird
of Mizoram, found here;

AND WHEREAS, the Lengteng WLS supports about 15 species of flora including Chinkapin
(Castonopsis tribuloides), Orchid tree-kachnar (Bauhinia variegata), Griffith’s plum yew (Cephalotaxus
griffithii), Oak (Quercus polystachya), Himalayan oak (Quercus leocotrichophora), Box myrtle (Myrica
esculenta), Beltur (Ostodes paniculata), Dhup tree (Canarium leciniferum), Plum (Prunus armeniaca),
Batling (Wendlandia glandis), Bamboo (Arundinaria callosa), Fah (Lithocarpus dialbata), Thingthupui
(Dysoxylum gobara), Broom grass (Thysanolaena maxima) and Bamboo (Melocalamus compactiflora).

AND WHEREAS, the sancturay supports 17 fauna species including Clouded leopard (Neofelis
nebulosa), Himalayan Black Bear (Ursus thibetanus), Jungle cat (Felis chaus), Wild dog (Cuon alpines),
Burmese ferret badger (Melogale personata), Sambar (Cervus unicolor), Barking Deer (Muntiacas muntjak),
Serow (Capricornis sumatraensis), Goral (Naemorhedus goral), Rhesus macaque (Macaca mulata),
Assamese macaque (Macaca assamensis), Capped langur (Presbytis pileatus), Hoolock gibbon (Hylobates
hoolock), Wild pig (Sus scrofa), Porcupine (Hystix indica), Malayan giant squirrel (Ratufa bicolor) and Slow
loris (Nycticebus bengalensis);

AND WHEREAS, the Lengteng WLS is rich in avifauna and supports important bird species like
Mrs. Hume’s bar-tailed Pheasant-Vavu (Syrmaticus humiae), Kalij Pheasant-Vahrit (Lophura leocomelana),
Red jungle fowl (Gallus gallus), Bartailed Cuckoo Dove (Macropygia unchall), House swift (Apus affinii),
Wreathed Hornbill-Kawlhawk (Rhyticeros undulates), Large white rumped swift Apus pacificus), Mountain
imperial Pigeon (Ducula badia), Emerald Dove (Chalcophapa indica), Green imperial Pigeon (Ducula
aenea), Hill Partridge (Arborophila torqueola), Black eagle (Letinaetus malayensis), Black eared kite (Milvus
lineatus), Crested Serpent Eagle (Spilornis cheela) and Common Buzzard (Buteo buteo). Besides, the
sanctuary also supports three important species of reptiles (Python molurus bivittatus, Ptyas mucosus and
Trimeresurus gramineus), one of amphibian (Bufo nulanostictus) and two species of fishes (Maraena
thyroidae and Barbus tor tor). In addition, there are significant types and varieties of butterflies, insects etc.
found in the sanctuary;

AND WHEREAS, the sanctuary also have about 30 endemic species of flora and fauna e.g. Hoolock
gibbon, Clouded leopard, Serow, Capped langur, Sambar, Malayan giant squirrel, Mrs. Hume’s bar-tailed
Pheasant, Kalij Pheasant, Red jungle fowl, Crested Serpent Eagle, House swift, Large white rumped swift,
Wreathed Hornbill, Hill Partridge, Red Vanda, Chinkapin, Orchid tree (kachnar), Griffith’s plum yew, Oak,
Himalayan oak, Box myrtle, Beltur, Dhup tree, Batling, Fah, Plum, Thingthupui, Bamboo and Broom grass.
Seven of these species (Hoolock gibbon, Clouded leopard, Serow, Capped langur, Sambar, Red Vanda and
Mrs. Hume’s bar-tailed pheasant) are listed under rare, endangered and threatened (RET) category;

AND WHEREAS, the Lengteng WLS is home to a variety of flora, fauna, and avifauna, and provides
protection to rare and endangered species of wildlife endemic to Mizoram and the North-East region. Hence,
it is necessary to conserve and protect the area around the Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary from ecological and
environmental point of view to protect and propagate the flora, fauna biodiversity therein and its environment;

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by sub-section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv)
of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read
with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby
notifies an area with extents varying from 0.1 km to 0.8 km around the boundary of Lengteng Wildlife
Sanctuary in the State of Mizoram as the Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-Sensitive Zone (herein after
referred to as the Eco-Sensitive Zone), details of which are as under, namely :-
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1. Extent and Boundaries of Eco-Sensitive Zone :-

(1) The Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be 21.0 sq. km with extent varying from 0.1 km to 0.8 km around the
boundary of the Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary;

(2) The boundary description of the Eco-Sensitive Zone around Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary is appended
as Annexure-I;

(3) The coordinates of Lengteng Wildlife Sanctuary and its Eco-Sensitive Zone in terms of Global
Positioning System coordinates is appended as Annexure-II;

(4) The map of Eco-Sensitive Zone is appended as Annexure-III;

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-Sensitive Zone - (1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of
Eco-Sensitive Zone, prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of publication of
Final Notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations
given in this Notification for approval of Competent Authority in the State Government.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such manner
as is specified in this Notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the
guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following State Departments, for
integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the proposed plan:

(i)  Environment;

(i1) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii)) Agriculture & Horticulture;
(iv) Police;

(v) Revenue;

(vi) Tourism including eco-tourism;
(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;
(ix) Fishery;

(x) AH & Veterinary Department;
(xi) Municipal and Urban development;
(xii) Panchayati Raj ;

(xiii) Public Works Department;
(xiv) State Pollution Control Board,

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,
infrastructure and activities, unless so specified in this Notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall
factor in improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded and degraded areas, conservation
of existing water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater
management, soil and moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the
ecology and environment that need attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing types and kinds of forests, agricultural
areas, fertile lands, green area, villages, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies.
The Zonal Master Plan shall be supported by maps giving details of existing and proposed land use
features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-Sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited,
regulated activities listed in Table and also ensure and promote the eco-friendly development for
livelihood security of local communities.
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3.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring
Committee for carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this
Notification.

Landuse:

Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, and open spaces earmarked for recreational purposes in
the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for major commercial or major
residential complex or industrial activities.

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other than that specified
at part (a), within the Eco-Sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning
Act and other rules and regulations of Central/State Government as applicable and vide provisions of
this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents such as:

(i) Widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;

(i) Construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;

(iii) Small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) Cottage industries including village industries;

(v) convenience stores and local amenities supporting eco-tourism including home stay; and

(vi) Promoted activities and activities given under para 4.

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town
Planning Act and other rules and regulations of State Government and without compliance of the
provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the
Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2
of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each
case and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case
except as provided under this sub-paragraph.

Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused, denuded or unproductive agricultural areas with
afforestation and habitat and biodiversity restoration activities.

(2) Natural water bodies- The catchment areas of all natural springs/rivers/ channels shall be identified and
plan for their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan. The strict
guidelines shall be drawn up by the State Government to prohibit development activities at or near these areas.

(3) Tourism/ Eco-tourism:

(a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-Sensitive Zone
shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by Department of Tourism in consultation with State
Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

(d) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

No new construction of hotels and resorts shall be allowed within 1.0 km from the boundary of the
Wildlife Sanctuary or up to the extent of the ESZ whichever is nearer. However, beyond the
distance of 1.0 km from the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent of the Eco-Sensitive
Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and
designated areas for Eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan.
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(i)  All new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-Sensitive
Zone shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry
of Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National
Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism;

(iii) Until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site
specific scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel /resort or
commercial establishment construction is permitted within ESZ area.

(4) Natural Heritage - All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-Sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a
part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites - Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be indentified in the Eco-Sensitive Zone and heritage conservation
plan for their conservation shall be prepared as a part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be complied
with in accordance with Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 and amendments thereto.

(7) Air pollution - Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be complied with in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and
rules made thereunder and amendments thereto.

(8) Discharge of effluents - Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with
the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the
Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 and rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government
whichever is more stringent.

(9) Solid wastes: Disposal and management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with
the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 and published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forests and Climate Change vide Notification number S.O. 1357 (E), dated 8th April,
2016 as amended from time to time; the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental
acceptable manner at site identified outside the Eco-Sensitive Zone;

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing rules
and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste - Bio-medical waste management shall be as under:

(a) The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the Bio-
Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number GSR 343 (E), dated the 28th March,
2016 as amended from time to time.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of bio-medical wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-Sensitive
Zone.

(11) Plastic Waste Management: - The Plastic Waste Management in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be
carried out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government
of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number G.S.R. 340(E),
dated the 18th March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and Demolition Waste Management:- The Construction and Demolition Waste
Management in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and
Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29th March,
2016, as amended from time to time.
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(13) E-waste:- The E- waste management in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions
of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change and as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic:- The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal
Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring
Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and
regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular Pollution:- Prevention and control of Vehicular Pollution shall be complied with in
accordance with applicable laws. Efforts to be made for use of cleaner fuel for example CNG, LPG, etc.

(16) Industrial Units:- (i) On or after the publication of this Notification in the Official Gazette, no new
polluting industries shall be allowed to be set up within the Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(i) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within ESZ as per classification of Industries in the
Guidelines issued by Central Pollution Control Board in February 2016, unless so specified in this
Notification. In addition, non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of Hill Slopes:- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:

(a) The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted.
(b) No construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall be
permitted.

(18) The Central Government and the State Government shall specify other additional measures, if it
considers necessary, in giving effect to the provisions of this Notification.

The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned
Departments, representatives from Industry Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist
in its deliberations depending on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on
31™ March of every year by 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as per pro forma appended at
Annexure IV.

The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may
give such directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of
its functions.

7. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving
effect to provisions of this Notification.

8. The provisions of this Notification are subject to the orders, if any, passed or to be passed by the
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India or the High Court or National Green Tribunal.
