4106(E).—The following Draft of Notification, which the Central Government proposes to issue in
exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), read with clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-
section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) is hereby published, as required under
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for the information of the public likely to be affected
thereby and notice is hereby given that the said Draft Notification shall be taken into consideration on or after the expiry
of a period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing this notification are made available to
the public;

Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary (WLS) is spread over an area of 50.0 sq. km and located at a
distance of 7.0 km east of Serkhan-Baga road in Kolasib District of the State of Mizoram. The WLS contains 40%
Reserve Forest and 60% Government unclassed land where most of the area is hilly terrain with 70% steep slope and
30% of gentle slope with sandy clay soil and sedimentary rocks;

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS was declared by the State Government of Mizoram considering its
ecological, floral, faunal and natural significance, and its need for the protection, propagation and development of
wildlife and its environment under the provisions of Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 vide Notification
No. B.12012/16/2013-FST dated the 10™ December, 2013;

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS is rich in biodiversity, provides shelter and protection to many rare,
endangered and threatened (RET) and endemic species. It also forms an important catchment area for the Tuirial river;

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS conserves and supports 32 important species of flora including 21 tree
species, 5 species of shrub, 2 species of bamboo and rattans, and 4 species of orchids. The 21 tree species include
Nganbawm (Acrocarpus fraxinifolias), Banphar (Antocephalus chinensis), Tatkawng (Artocarpus chama), Phunchawng
(Bombax ceiba), Thingsia (Castanopsis tribuloides), Zuang (Duabanga grandifolia), Tuairam (Garuga floribunda var
gamble), Thlanvawng (Gmelina orborea), Khawitur (Hydnocarpus kurzi), Herhse (Mesua ferrea), Ngiau-Hnahsin
(Michelia oblonga), Pualeng (Mitragyna diversifolia), Hnaibung (Palaquium polyanthum), Bulbawr (Phoebia attenuate),
Thingvawkpui (Sapium baccatum), Char (Terminalia myriocarpa), Teipui (Toona ciliate), Sunhlu (Emblica officianalis),
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Pasaltakaza (Helicia robusta), Sernam (Litsea cubeba) and Thlengreng (Vitex heterophylla). The 5 shrub species include
Zawngtenawhlung (AlchorneaTiliaefolia), Phaktel (Bridelia monoica), Keltebengbeh (Tabernaemontana divaricata),
Pelh (Gnetum Gnemon) and Arngeng (Maesa indica). The 2 species of bamboo include Mau tak (Melocanna baccifera)
and Sairil (Dinochloa campactiflora). The 4 species of orchids include Senhri (Renanthera imschootiana), Ban
sei/Laihang (Dendrobium fimbriatum), Lawh lei (Vanda coerulea) and Nauban par var (Coelogyne nitida);

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS supports 23 important mammalian species including 4 species of
primates, 6 species of carnivores, 7 species of lesser carnivores, 2 species of ungulates, 2 species of canids and 2 species
of ursids including Hoolock gibbon-Hauhuk- (Hylobate hoolock), Pig-Tailed Macaque (Macaca leonina), Slow Loris
(Nycticebus bengalensis), Phayre’s Leaf Monkey (Trachypithecus phayrei), Common Leopard (Panthera parades),
Clouded Leopard (Neofelis nebulosa), Golden cat (Catpuma temmincki), Leopard cat (Prionailurus bengalensis),
Marbled Cat (Pardofelis marmorata), Fishing Cat (Prionailurus viverinnus), Hog Badger (Arctonts collaris), Yellow-
throated Marten (Martes flavigula), Large Indian Civet (Viverra zibetha), Small Indian Civet (Viverricula indica),
Binturong (Arctictis binturong), Crab Eating Mangoose (Herpestes urva), Yellow bellied Weasel (Mustela kathiah),
Wild dog (Cuon alpines), Jackal (Canis aureus), Himalayan Black Bear (Ursus thibetanus), Malayan Sun Bear
(Helarctos malayanus), Barking Deer (Muntiacus muntjak) and Serow (Naemorhedus sumatraensis);

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS is rich in avifauna and supports 29 important bird species like Varihaw-
Bhutan Peacock pheasant (Polyplectron bicalcaratum), Vahui (Treron apicauda), Vahui (Treron curvirostra), Bullut -
Imperial Pigeon (Ducula badia), Vathu (Streptopelia orientalis), Hrangkir -Collared Owlet (Glaucidium brodiei),
Varalthi (Harpectes erythrocephalus), Tlakawrh (Merops phillipinus), Thlohsai -Great Slaty Woodpecker (Mulleripicus
pulverulentus), Chhemhur (Lanius tephronotus), Changsen (Oriolus trailii), Kulherh -Haircrested Drongo (Dicrurus
hottentottus), Vakul (Dicrurus paradiseus), Dawntliang -Green magpie (Cissa chinensis), Choak (Corvus
macrorhynchos), Thelkbur -Large wood Shrike (Tephrodornis virgatus), Bawng (Pericrocotus flammeus), Ngalvapual
(Pomatorhinus horsfieldii), Ngalvapual (Pomatorhinus hypoleucos), Mitval (Alcippe nipalensis), Theh hek (Prinia
hodgonii), Daikat (Orthotomus sutorius), Chinrang -Spotted forktail (Enicurus maculatus), Suklet (Sitta castanea), Tiau
(Anthus hodgsoni), Dawithiama arpa (Aethopyga saturate), Dawithiama arpa (Aethopyga siparaja), Mitval (Zosterops
palpebrosa) and Chhemhur (Lonchura striata);

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS also conserves, protect and provides shelter to 16 endemic species of
flora and fauna including Ficus religiosa, Mesua ferrea, Michelia champaca, Acrocarpus fraxinifolios, Bombax ceila,
Clouded leopard, Hoolock gibbon, Sun bear, Slow lorries, Phayr’s leaf monkey, Sambar, Serow, Khaleej pheasant,
Peacock pheasant, Common hill partridge and Pied hornbill;

AND WHEREAS, the Pualreng WLS is home to a variety of flora, fauna and avifauna, and provides protection
to rare and endangered species of wildlife endemic to Mizoram and the North-East region. Hence, it is necessary to
conserve and protect the area around the Pualreng WLS from ecological and environmental point of view to protect and
propagate the biodiversity therein and its environment;

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by sub-section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read with sub-rule (3)
of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area of 46.58 sq. km
with extents varying from 0.8 km to 2.0 km around the boundary of Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary in the State of Mizoram
as the Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-Sensitive Zone (herein after referred to as the Eco-Sensitive Zone), details of
which are as under, namely :-

1. Extent and Boundaries of Eco-Sensitive Zone :-

(1) The Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be 46.58 sq. km with extents varying from 0.8 km to 2.0 km around the boundary
of the Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary;

(2) The boundary description of the Eco-Sensitive Zone around Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary is appended as
Annexure-I;

(3) The coordinates of Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary and its Eco-Sensitive Zone in terms of Global Positioning
System coordinates is appended as Annexure-II;

(4) The map of Eco-Sensitive Zone is appended as Annexure-III;
2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-Sensitive Zone :-

(1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of effective management of the Eco-Sensitive Zone, prepare a
Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of publication of Final Notification in the Official
Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given in this Notification for approval
of Competent Authority in the State Government.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such manner as is
specified in this Notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the guidelines
issued by the Central Government, if any.
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The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following State Departments for integrating
the ecological and environmental considerations into the proposed plan:

1. Environment;
ii. Forest and Wildlife;

iii. Agriculture & Horticulture;

iv. Animal Husbandry and Veterinary;
V. Land Revenue and Settlement;
Vi. Local Administration;
Vii. Police;
viii. Rural Development;
iX. Municipal and Urban development;
X. Panchayati Raj;
X1. Public Works Department;
Xii. Tourism including Eco-tourism;
Xiii. Fisheries;
X1V. Irrigation and Flood Control;
XV. State Pollution Control Board.

The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure and
activities, unless so specified in this Notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded and degraded areas, conservation of existing
water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and
moisture conservation, needs of the local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that
need attention.

The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements, types
and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area such as park and like places, horticultural areas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodies. The Zonal Master Plan shall be supported by maps giving details of
existing and proposed land use features.

The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-Sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited, regulated
activities listed in Table and also ensure and promote the eco-friendly development for livelihood security of
local communities.

The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the State and District level Eco-
Sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee for carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the
provisions of this Notification.

Measures to be taken by State Government :- The State Government shall take the following measures for

giving effect to the provisions of this Notification, namely :-

Landuse:

Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, and open spaces earmarked for recreational purposes in the Eco-
Sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or residential complex or industrial
activities.

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other than the Eco-Sensitive Zone
may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the
competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central/State
Government as applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local
residents such as:

Widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
Construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;

Small scale industries not causing pollution;
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(iv) Cottage industries including village industries; Convenience stores and local amenities supporting eco-
tourism including home stay; and

(v) Promoted activities and activities given under para 4.

(c) Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development
activities without the prior approval of the competent authority the relevant laws of State Government and
without compliance of the provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force,
including the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006
(2 of 2007):

(d) Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be corrected by
the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case and the correction
of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change:

(e) Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(f) Provided also that there shall be no consequential reduction in the green area such as forest area and agriculture
area. Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused, denuded or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation
and habitat and biodiversity restoration activities.

(2) Natural water bodies: The catchment areas of all natural rivers/channels/springs shall be identified and plans for
their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan. The strict guidelines shall be
drawn up by the State Government to prohibit development activities at or near these areas.

(3) Tourism/ Eco-tourism:

(a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be as
per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by Department of Tourism in consultation with State Departments of
Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.
(d) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) No new construction of hotels and resorts shall be allowed within 1.0 km from the boundary of the Wildlife
Sanctuary or up to the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is nearer. However, beyond the distance
of 1.0 km from the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent of the Eco-Sensitive Zone, the
establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for Eco-
tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan.

(ii) All new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be
in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as
amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism;

(iii) Until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism activities
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny and
recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel /resort or commercial establishment
construction is permitted within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

(4) Natural Heritage: All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-Sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool reserve
areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall be identified
and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a part of the Zonal
Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites: Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural, aesthetic,
and cultural significance shall be indentified in the Eco-Sensitive Zone and heritage conservation plan for their
conservation shall be prepared as a part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution: Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be complied with in
accordance with Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the Environment (Protection) Act,
1986.

(7) Air pollution: Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be complied with in accordance
with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and rules made
thereunder and amendments thereto.
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(8) Discharge of effluents: Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the Environmental
(Protection) Act, 1986 and rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government whichever is more
stringent.

(9) Solid wastes: Disposal and management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) The solid waste disposal and management in Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the Solid
Waste Management Rules, 2016 and published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment,
Forests and Climate Change vide Notification number S.O. 1357 (E), dated gt April, 2016;

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing rules and
regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-medical waste: Bio-medical waste management shall be as under:

(a) The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the Bio-
Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number GSR 343 (E), dated the 28" March, 2016.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of bio-medical wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic Waste Management: The plastic waste management in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per
the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry
of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide Notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the 18th March, 2016, as
amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and Demolition Waste Management: The management of construction and demolition waste in the
Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and Demolition Waste
Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change vide Notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29th March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste Management: The e- waste management in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic: The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and specific
provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal Master plan is
prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring Committee shall
monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular Pollution: The prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be complied with in accordance with
applicable laws and efforts to be made for use of cleaner fuel for example CNG, LPG, etc.

(16) Industrial Units: (i) On or after the publication of this Notification in the Official Gazette, no new polluting
industries shall be allowed to be set up within the Eco-Sensitive Zone.

(i) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within ESZ as per classification of Industries in the Guidelines
issued by Central Pollution Control Board in February 2016, unless so specified in this Notification. In addition,
non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of Hill Slopes: The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:
(a) The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted.
(b) No construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall be permitted.

(18) The Central Government and the State Government shall specify other additional measures, if it considers necessary,
in giving effect to the provisions of this Notification.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within the Eco-Sensitive Zone:

All activities in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986

Terms of Reference.-
The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions of this Notification.

The tenure of the Monitoring committee shall be for three years or till the re-constitution of the new
Committee by the State Government and subsequently the Monitoring Committee would be constituted by the
State Government.

The activities that are covered in the Schedule to the Notification of the Government of India in the erstwhile
Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 14" September, 2006, and are falling in
the Eco-Sensitive Zone, except the prohibited activities of the table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be
scrutinized by the Monitoring Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change for prior environmental
clearances under the provisions of the said Notification.

The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the Notification of the Government of India in the
erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 14%® September, 2006 but are
falling in the Eco-Sensitive Zone, except the prohibited activities of the table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall
be scrutinized by the Monitoring Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
concerned regulatory authorities.

The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Collector or the concerned work in-
charge shall be competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986
against any person who contravenes the provisions of this Notification.

The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments, representatives
from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending on the
requirements on issue to issue basis.

The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on 31* March of
every year by 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change as per pro forma appended at Annexure IV.

The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

ANNEXURE-I

Boundary description of the Eco-Sensitive Zone around Pualreng Wildlife Sanctuary

The Northern boundary starts from N. Hlimen ghat and follows Tuitial river at a distance of 800 m
from it till Malrang Lui (92°51'34.084"E, 24°14'58.542"N). The width of the ESZ is 800 m from the
sanctuary boundary.

After crossing Malrang lui (92°5427.872"E, 24°13'52.988"N) the boundary runs at a distance of 800 m
from the sanctuary boundary till it meets Tuitla lui (92°5224.009"E, 24°6'15.954"N).

After crossing Tuitla lui, the boundary runs at a distance of 800 m from the sanctuary boundary till it
meets Tuirial lui (92°51'33.281"E, 24°6'1.044"N). Then it extends at a distance of 1000 m from the
sanctuary boundary till it meets Tuiri tui lui (92°50'5.301"E, 24°11'27.953"N).

From Turitui lui, the boundary extends at a distance of 1000 m from the sanctuary boundary up to the
foot path (92°51'31.7"E, 24°15'37.764"N) and from there it extends at a distance of 2000 m till it meets

Tuirial lui.

The width of the Eco-Sensitive Zone boundary varies from 0.8 km to 2.0 km away from the sanctuary boundary.
