The State is located in the eastern part of the
country lying between 83° - 19' - 50" to 88" - 17' - 40" E longitude and 24° - 20' - 10"
to 27° - 31'- 15" N latitude. It is entirely a landlocked state.

Department of Environment and Forests, State of Bihar under Bamboo Mission
had taken up source block plantation in the year 2010-11 in some of the. forest
divisions but it could not come up well. The Planting materials used were mainly the
tube plants raised by bamboo seeds. North East Alluvial zone & North West Alluvial
Plain zones are however very suitable for bamboo plantation. In the recent past, the
department has decided to plant 10% to 20% of bamboo species in its schemes of
canal bank or river embankment side plantation using rhizomes. The department has
also set up two tissue culture laboratories at sabour (Bhagalpur) and Supaul in
Collaboration with Tilka Manjhi Bhagalpur University and B.S.S College, Supaul. In
the said tissue culture laboratory at Sabour which in now prepared to supply planting
material of bamboo, five spécies viz. Bamboosa baicoa, B. tulda, Dendrocalamus
asper and two sps of solid bamboo D. Stw;‘;{s_ii and T. oliverio. A Scientific study by

Nirmal Ram et atl of FRI, Dehradun, (Nature and Science 2010, 8(11) was carried out

in Araria district (North East Alluvial zone) by planting seven sps of bamboo Viz.
Dendrocalamus giganteus, Bambusa nutan, Bambusa tulda, Bambusa balecoa,
Melocanna baceifera and Bambusa strictus in seleced village. D. giganteous
dominated in productivity and has been recommended for mass cultivation and to use
bamboo under story to cultivate medicinal and other economical plant to boost the
economy of the farmers. The department howevér is glving more stress on bamboo
plantation especially on canal banks and river embankments in North East Alluvial
zone. In view of the study more emphasis is to be given on plantation of bamboo
species of D. giganteous. e- forest mandi portal has been developed to bring the seller

& Purchasers on the common platform for their economic benefit.
