S.0 1498(E).— The following draft of the notification, which the Central Government proposes to issue in
exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xvi) of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) is hereby published, as required under sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the
Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for the information of the public likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby
given that the said draft notification shall be taken into consideration on or after the expiry of a period of sixty days from
the date on which the Gazette copies of this notification are made available to the public;

Any person interested in making any objections or suggestions on the proposals contained in the draft
notification may forward the same in writing for the consideration of the Central Government within the period so

whereas, owing to the occurrence of a very rich biodiversity, 105 islands out of the total islands of the Union
Territory of Andaman and Nicobar Islands (hereinafter referred to as A&N Islands) have been notified as protected areas
under the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972);

And whereas, these 105 protected areas include nine National Parks and 96 wildlife sanctuaries, spread over an
area of 1620 sq kms including 349.04 sq kms of territorial waters, constituting 15.41 percent of the total geographical
area of 8249 sq km of A&N Islands;

And whereas, owing to rich biodiversity, large area of 885 hectares of the Great Nicobar Island has been
declared as a Biosphere Reserve;

And whereas, of the 105 protected areas, in the entire area of 97 islands of A&N Islands consisting of 93
wildlife sanctuaries and 4 National Parks, majority of these islands have no human habitation, while few islands have
tribal populations, and are covered with forests which support a variety of flora and fauna;

And whereas, various laws are in force including the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972), the Indian
Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927), the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of 1980) and other regulations including the
Andaman and Nicobar Shell Fishing Rules, 1968 and the Protection of Aboriginal Tribes Regulation, 1956 which govern
the conservation and protection of the A&N Islands;

And whereas, the Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clause (v) and
cause (xiv) of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) read with clause (d) of
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986 has notified certain areas as Island Protection Zone
vide notification number S.O. 20 (E), dated the 607 anuary, 2011 (hereinafter referred to as the said Notification) with a
view to promote conservation and protection of the islands’ unique environment and its marine area and to promote
development through sustainable integrated management plan based on scientific principles;

And whereas, in the said notification, as amended vide notification number S.O. 2258 (E), dated the 2ond August
2013, the coastal stretches of ten islands, namely, Middle Andaman, North Andaman, South Andaman, Great Nicobar,
Bartang, Havelock, Little Andaman, Car Nicobar, Neil and Long Island and the entire area of other islands of A&N
islands and their water area upto territorial water limit have been declared as Island Protection Zone and restricts such
areas from the setting up and expansion of any industry, operations or processes or manufacture or handling or storage or
disposal of hazardous substances as specified in the Hazardous Substances (Handling, Management and Transboundary
Movement) Rules, 2009, except in the manner provided in the Island Coastal Regulation Zone Plan or the Integrated
Islands Management Plan, as may be applicable;

And whereas, in view of the large geographic area of ten Islands, namely, Middle Andaman, North Andaman,
South Andaman, Great Nicobar, Bartang, Havelock, Little Andaman, Car Nicobar, Neil and Long Island, the
environmental management of these islands shall be done as per the Island Coastal Regulation Zone Plans and the
environmental management of the remaining islands of the A&N islands shall be done as per the Integrated Islands
Management Plans;

And whereas, as the entire land mass including coastal areas of the 97 islands of A&N Islands are declared as
protected areas and cover the entire island upto low tide line, no additional land is available for notifying as eco-sensitive
zone and as such, it has been decided not to declare eco-sensitive zone in respect of these 97 islands;

Now, Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-
section (2) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), the Central Government hereby declares
that though no area is available for notifying as eco-sensitive zone around these 97 islands of A&N Islands, these areas
have already been declared as protected areas, the details of which are as under —

(a) the list of the 97 Island protected areas along with their latitudes and longitudes at prominent points is as per
Annexure-I appended to this notification;

(b) the maps of the 97 Island protected areas are appended as Annexure-II of this notification.
