WHERAS, Bhainsrodgarh WildLife Sanctuary lies in the district of Chittorgaitn South Eastern part of
Rajasthanbetween 7520’ — 7536’ east longitude and 2414’ — 2459’ north latitude on the Chittorgarh-Rawatbhata
road at a distance of 140 Kms form Chittorgarh smetad over an area of 201.40 sg.kms and RanapP$afgar Dam
and atomic power plants are also located here pptbaimately 1/3 part of the sanctuary boundargugounded by

1. The said Eco sensitive zone is the area upto 3 km. from the boundary of Bhainsrogarh wildlife sanctuary
situated in the Chittorgarh district of Rajasthan state with variations like in north where an another protected area named
Jawahar Sagar wildlife sanctuary forms common boundary and in west along villages Lotiana, Mandesara, Phootpal
forest road it shall be zero. In the east and south, the boundary of Eco sensitive zone shall extend up to the whole
submerged waters of Rana Pratap Sagar. The bordering villages falling in Eco sensitive zone shall be in their complete

revenue limits.

North:- The boundary of Jawahar Sagar Sanctuary that is from Rana Pratap Sagar dam site, Chambal river, Chambal
puliya, Bhainsrorgarh along river Brahmini upto Lotiyana forest chowki.

West: - Forest road along the boundary of Bhansrorgarh sanctuary that is from Lotiyana forest chowki to village
Mandesra, Khalgaon, Phootpaal, eastern limit of village Ajpura & Rajpura, southern limit of village Jambudip & from
the boundary of sanctuary till the boundary of Madhya Pradesh state & eastern limits of village Jhumpdiya.
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South:- From Jhumpdiya village along river Gunjali, submerged water limit of Rana pratap sagar dam till Chittoriya

village where river Chambal enter into dam waters.
East:- From Chittoriya village, submerged water arealimit of Rana Pratap Sagar till dam site.

West: 1 km width from Bhainsrodgarh railway statio NH 12 and to Kanwas tiraha. From Kanwas tirahang the
