The aforesaid amount may be spent in accordance with the Plan
Operation sanctioned as given in Annexure and no deviation from the approved
items of expenditure shall be made without prior concurrence of Government of India.

4, This release amount is subject to adherence of the terms and conditions
mentioned in this Ministry’s letter of even number dated 19.09.2022

5. The accounts of the Forest Fire Prevention & Management Scheme shall be open for

inspection by the sanctioning authority and audit, both by the Comptroller & Auditor General
of India under the provision of C&AG (DPC) Act, 1971 and internal audit party by the

Principal Accounts Office of the Ministry whenever it is called upon.
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6. In accordance with the revised procedure the Reserve Bank of India may please be
advised to pass on the credit to the Central Accounts Section, Nagpur for transferring the
funds to the accounts of Government of Nagaland and to debit the amount to the Account
of the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Govt. of India, New Delhi.
